Registration page buttons disabled for airgapped installations

The Refresh and Reset buttons on the Product Registration page are now disabled for air-gapped (offline)
deployments of Black Duck SCA when the air-gapped environment variable is enabled in the orchestration
configuration. Previously, using these buttons in an air-gapped environment could leave the registration
in an unrecoverable state, as the activation request cannot reach the external registration server. These
buttons are now automatically hidden when the air-gapped flag is present, preventing potential registration
issues.

Include Subproject Vulnerabilities in VEX Reports

VEX CSAF 2.0 reports now support the inclusion of vulnerability data from sub-projects. A new Include
Subproject Vulnerabilities checkbox is available in the report creation dialog when generating a VEX
report from either the global Reports page or a specific project version. When enabled, Black Duck SCA
recursively discovers all sub-projects within the selected project's hierarchy and merges their vulnerability
data into the report.

Fixed Issues
The following customer-reported issues have been fixed in this release:

• (HUB-46114). Resolved an issue where bulk editing the Usage field on SBOM-imported component
matches appeared to succeed but did not save the updated value. Bulk usage changes on SBOM-
imported matches are now saved correctly.

• (HUB-46529). Resolved a security issue where users with the Project Creator role could retrieve
sensitive user metadata via the REST API, despite the UI correctly restricting this access. Access
controls have been updated to align API behavior with the UI, preventing non-admin users from
accessing user management data.

• (HUB-46628). Resolved an issue where subprojects added to the BOM defaulted to an "Unreviewed"
approval status with no way to change it, resulting in unavoidable policy violations. A new Approval
Status field has been added at the Project Version level in Settings, allowing users to set the review
status for subproject versions. This field is also supported via bulk actions in the Components tab and is
carried over when cloning a project version.

• (HUB-47787). Resolved a performance issue with the GET /api/projects API where unnecessary
database operations were causing slower response times. This optimization reduces query complexity
and improves overall API performance, particularly for large deployments.

• (HUB-47826). Fixed an issue where the "SBOM" match type was missing from the Component Match
Type table in the Reporting Database documentation.

• (HUB-47843). Fixed an issue where SBOM report generation failed with a NullPointerException when
the report included subproject components.

End of Support for BD SCA Embedded Web Help

We are announcing the upcoming end of support for the Black Duck SCA embedded web help with Black
Duck SCA 2026.7.0. As part of this transition, documentation will be moving to a new URL and IP address.

For customers using air-gapped Knowledge Bases, a PDF help document will be provided going forward as
an alternative resource.
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Please note that the documentation container will reach its end of life, and we encourage all users to
prepare for this change.

Chainguard Container Image Support

Black Duck SCA Secure Container now supports Chainguard container images, helping organizations
that rely on commercially maintained containers reduce risk, eliminate noise, and move faster. By
combining Chainguard’s curated component inventory and vulnerability intelligence with Black Duck SCA’s
industry#leading analysis, customers get more accurate results with fewer false positives, faster access
to security fixes, and less manual triage for developers and security teams. The result is quicker patching,
lower exposure to vulnerabilities, and more time spent delivering secure software instead of tracking down
issues.

Preliminary PostgreSQL 18 support

Black Duck SCA 2026.4.0 introduces preliminary support for PostgreSQL 18 as an external database. This
support is for testing purposes only, and production use is not supported at this time. Customers can
evaluate PostgreSQL 18 in non-production environments to assess compatibility ahead of future full support.

NOTE: Starting with PostgreSQL 18, data page checksums are enabled by default when initializing a new
cluster. If you are upgrading from a previous PostgreSQL version using pg_upgrade, you’ll need to add the
--no-data-checksums option to initdb when initializing the PostgreSQL 18 cluster.

Retroactive PostgreSQL 17 support

With the release of Black Duck SCA 2026.4.0, we are pleased to announce retroactive support for
PostgreSQL 17 as an external database. This support is intended for production use, allowing customers to
leverage PostgreSQL 17 in their environments. Customers are encouraged to upgrade to PostgreSQL 17 to
benefit from the latest features and enhancements.

Update to default_statistics_target Setting in Black Duck SCA 2026.4.0

With the migration to Black Duck SCA 2026.4.0, the default_statistics_target setting for
PostgreSQL will be increased to 250, provided that it is not already set to a higher value.

Important Considerations:

• For users utilizing external PostgreSQL instances, the change may fail to apply if the bds_hub
database is not owned by the blackduck database user or if the blackduck user lacks administrative
privileges. Should this failure occur, it will not impede the migration process and may go unnoticed by
the user.

• Users operating with the Black Duck-provided PostgreSQL container are not affected by these
conditions, and no additional action is required.

Verification Steps for External PostgreSQL Users: To confirm whether the new value has been
successfully applied, connect to the bds_hub database and execute the following command:

SHOW default_statistics_target;

If the returned value is below 250, it can be updated using the following command:

ALTER DATABASE bds_hub SET default_statistics_target = 250;

Please note that the migration process sets this value specifically for the bds_hub database. As a result,
queries checking the system-wide setting may not reflect this change, even if the update was successfully
applied for bds_hub.
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New and Changed Features

Integration of EUVD Vulnerability Data into VEX Reports

As part of compliance with the NIS2 directive, we are introducing support for European vulnerability data
from the European Vulnerability Database (EUVD) in VEX (Vulnerability Exploitability eXchange) reports.
This enhancement aligns with efforts to improve coordinated vulnerability reporting under NIS2 and the
Cyber Resilience Act (CRA).

Key Features:

• EUVD Reference Integration: Vulnerability data published from the EUVD will be included as related
reference IDs in our BDSA and CVE VEX reporting processes. Note that EUVD vulnerabilities will not be
directly ingested as a separate type of vulnerability.

• Link to EUVD Records: Each EUVD record will be linked in the vulnerability description field on the
Vulnerabilities tab, mirroring the link to the external EUVD site found in the corresponding CVE record. A
warning will be displayed about navigating to an external site.

• API Support: APIs are available to obtain additional EUVD details.

• CSAF 2.0 VEX Report Enhancements: The EUVD ID and description will be included as additional
identifiers in the existing vulnerability entries in the vulnerabilities/id and vulnerabilities/id/description
fields of the CSAF 2.0 VEX report.

• System Setting for VEX Reports: A system setting will allow toggling the exclusion of BDSA IDs in
VEX reports, located under Administration > System Settings > SBOM. The toggle's default value will be
"Off."

Introduction of TLP Designation for VEX Documents

Black Duck SCA 2026.4.0 introduces the Traffic Light Protocol (TLP) designation feature for VEX
(Vulnerability Exploitability eXchange) documents. This enhancement allows users to specify the
appropriate TLP label for information sharing, ensuring clarity on how the information should be treated by
recipients.

Users can select the appropriate TLP designation from a dropdown menu within the project-level SBOM
fields. The selected TLP value will be included in the VEX document, adhering to the format defined by
FIRST.org.

Enhanced SBOM PURL Field for Component Versions

The SBOM PURL field for component versions has been updated to display all matching origin IDs when
multiple PURL matches are available. Users will see a notification indicating the number of PURL matches
for a component version, allowing for better visibility and selection options. When there are multiple PURL
matches, users can choose one of the displayed matches or enter their own custom PURL to override the
default selection. Each selected PURL will be included in the SBOM report.

Central Configuration for Correlated Scanning

To streamline the enablement of correlated scanning for all customers, Black Duck
SCA 2026.4.0 introduces a new global configuration option for the Detect parameter
detect.blackduck.correlated.scanning.enabled.

To take advantage of this feature, you must have Detect 11.4.0+ and SCASS must be enabled on your
product registration key.

Correlated Scanning can be enabled from Admin → System Settings → Black Duck Detect.

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Option to Globally Disable Automatic Unmapping for SBOM Import Scan Types

Black Duck SCA now includes an option to globally disable the automatic unmapping of scan types for
SBOM (Software Bill of Materials) imports.

This enhancement prevents unintended unmapping of SBOMs when multiple SBOMs are imported into the
same project version. By excluding SBOM scan types from the automatic unmapping functionality, users can
maintain their manual mappings, ensuring greater accuracy and control over the mapping process.

Enhanced Data Table and Dashboard Row Selection

The user interface has been updated to allow users to select the number of rows displayed per page in data
tables and dashboards throughout the application. Users can now choose from page size options of 25, 50,
100, 250, and 500 items per page. Please be aware that selecting larger page sizes may result in slower
loading times, as the backend processes a greater number of rows.

Deprecation of Detect 9 in Detect Version Management

With the release of Detect 11 on October 30, 2025, and the end of service for Detect 9.x scheduled for April
2026, Black Duck SCA has deprecated support for Detect 9 in the Detect Version Management page.

For customers upgrading with Detect 9.x already selected, a red warning indicator and message will appear,
advising that Detect 9 has reached end of support and recommending an upgrade. Additionally, users will
be warned that switching the central configuration away from Detect 9.x is irreversible. Detect 9.x will no
longer appear as an option for fresh installs, remaining visible only for customers who had it selected prior
to upgrading. Furthermore, Detect 11 will be set as the default version for new customers or upgrades to
version 2026.4.0 where the detect version property was previously null.

Removal of Multi-Project Option from Global CSAF VEX Report

The Multi-Project option has been removed from the Global CSAF VEX report. This decision was made to
simplify the management of document-level attributes, as the use case for including multiple projects in a
single VEX document is deemed unlikely.

Key Changes:

• The project selection in the Global CSAF VEX report has been modified to a single selection dropdown,
allowing users to type and filter project names. The multi-select feature is no longer available, and
reports can only be generated for a single project.

• The API supporting multiple projects in a single VEX report has been deprecated. Users will receive a
warning when using the old endpoint, indicating that they may encounter unexpected results regarding
document-level data.

Removal of Datadog from Helm Charts

Datadog has been discontinued, and as a result, all references to Datadog will be removed from the Helm
Charts. With the removal of Datadog from our Helm Charts, customers are encouraged to review their
current monitoring setups and explore alternative solutions to ensure your monitoring needs are met.

Added Support for Docker versions 29.x & 28.x

Black Duck SCA has aded support for the latest Docker versions 29.x and 28.x. This enhancement ensures
compatibility with the newest features and improvements in Docker, allowing users to effectively manage
and secure their containerized applications.

The PUT /api/current-user/tokens/<token-id> endpoint was marked for deprecation starting in
Black Duck SCA 2026.1.0. In Black Duck SCA 2026.4.0, all meta link references to this deprecated endpoint
has been removed.

Fixed Issues
The following customer-reported issues have been fixed in this release:

• (HUB-40429). Resolved an issue where the Black Duck binary scan failed to identify the Qt version
5.15.12. The scanner successfully detected the version in the BDIO export; however, it was not mapped
to the correct channel, leading to identification issues.

• (HUB-46005). Resolved discrepancies in security risk counts following the upgrade to version 2025.4.2,
where risk profiles were not updating correctly despite synchronized vulnerability counts.

• (HUB-46626). Investigated and addressed an issue where file paths were displayed as URL-encoded
strings in the side-by-side snippet view.

• (HUB-46899). Resolved a bug affecting vulnerability prioritization where selecting NVD in Security Risk
Ranking incorrectly displayed BDSA entries. The issue stemmed from a bug in the security re-ranking
code, linked to changes in how vulnerability summaries are stored and processed following a recent
update.

• (HUB-46929). Fixed an issue where custom component matches were ignored during the matching
process when SCASS (cloud-based matching) was enabled, causing all custom-mapped origins to
remain unmatched.

• (HUB-46968). Fixed a regression in version 2025.10.1 where converting a project version to LTS with
the CycloneDX v1.6 specification incorrectly produced SPDX format reports.

• (HUB-46991). Fixed a bug in Black Duck SCA where scan sizes between 1,000 and 1,024 MB were
incorrectly displayed as “KMB.”

• (HUB-47062). Resolved an issue where discrepancies between the notification workflow, activity logs,
and database records were causing notifications for new vulnerabilities to go missing after KB updates
in project versions.

• (HUB-47311). Resolved an issue with a security feature that incorrectly blocked the /api/search/
components-in-use endpoint, resulting in 400 errors during normal usage.

• (HUB-47787). Fixed an issue where the project search API (GET /api/projects) caused excessive
database resource consumption due to an inefficient authorization query. The query unnecessarily
joined central_project_version and version_bom tables when resolving project access,
resulting in degraded database performance under load. The authorization query has been optimized to
remove these unnecessary joins, significantly reducing database utilization.

• (HUB-47791). Fixed a performance issue where high-volume read queries on the
component_adjustment table executed full sequential scans, resulting in significantly degraded
performance on deployments with large BOM datasets. Database indexes have been added on the
project_id and version_id columns to ensure efficient query execution.

VEX Product ID and Filename Configuration

VEX reports now support configurable Product IDs and filenames to align with the CSAF 2.0 VEX
specification. A VEX Product ID can be defined at the project level and is used to populate both the VEX
report filename and the document > tracking > ID field in generated VEX reports.

• For single project version reports, the VEX Product ID is combined with the project version to form the
filename and tracking ID

• For single project Global reports, the VEX Product ID is used as-is without appending the project version

• For multi-project Global reports, existing logic is used regardless of VEX Product ID configuration (multi-
project support coming in a future release)

The VEX Product ID must be unique within a single Black Duck SCA instance. Uniqueness across multiple
instances cannot be guaranteed or enforced.

Introduction of Match Review Process

With the Black Duck SCA 2026.1.x release, we are excited to introduce the Match Review process. This
new feature will add a Review tab to the Bill of Materials, where certain items identified during scanning will
be placed for further evaluation.

After the upgrade, existing Project Versions' Bills of Materials will initially appear unchanged. However, you
will gain access to additional information about unmatched items in the new Review tab. Upon rescanning a
Project Version with the updated software, you may notice some matches moving from the Bill of Materials
to the Review tab.

New Project Versions will immediately incorporate this feature, displaying relevant scan contents in the
Review tab right away. For more details, please refer to the User Guide.

Deprecation of Archived Project Phase

Effective immediately, the Archived project phase has been deprecated in favor of Long Term
Support (LTS) project versions.

With the introduction and ongoing enhancements to LTS project versions, we are transitioning away from
the Archived phase to provide a more robust solution for managing released software artifacts that require
ongoing vulnerability tracking and support:

• No New Archived Versions: New archived project versions can no longer be created.

• Existing Archived Versions: Current archived project versions will not be deleted or removed during
upgrade. However, they will now be subject to data retention policies that will either transition them to
LTS (by default) or delete them after the data retention period has been met (default 90 days).

• Automated Transition: An automated workflow will either delete existing archived project versions or
transition them to LTS state, configurable through the System Administrator data retention settings page.
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• Mandatory Configuration: This automated workflow cannot be disabled and must be configured by
system administrators.

• Future Removal: The Archived project phase will be completely removed from Black Duck SCA in a
future release.

Action Required: System administrators should review and configure the automated transition settings in
the data retention settings page to ensure proper handling of existing archived project versions.

Black Duck SCA now preserves component relationships when importing SBOM reports, supporting
compliance with CISA SBOM minimum requirements. This feature retains dependency information from
SPDX v2 and v3 SBOMs, enabling accurate reproduction of relationships in exported reports and supporting
enhanced vulnerability and license analysis.

New Footer Helper Bar

Black Duck SCA now includes a default footer helper bar that provides users with quick access to essential
support resources. This enhancement improves user accessibility by offering convenient links to key
services directly from the interface:

New Younger Than Operator for Components

A new date age operator, "younger than," has been added to the Component Release Age and
Vulnerability Published Age expression types. This operator allows users to identify components with
release dates that are younger than a specified number of days (e.g., finding components released within
the last 30 days):

• If a component is found to be in violation due to this operator, it will not automatically transition to
NOT_VIOLATION status. The violation status will remain until a new scan or relevant BOM computation
occurs.

• The minimum user value for this operator is set to 3 days, as rules to find components with release
dates before now are not supported.
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Updated Component Version Overview

We have made significant improvements to the Component Version Overview in the user interface. The
layout has been updated to provide a more intuitive and streamlined experience.

• New Layout: The updated design enhances usability, making it easier to navigate and access important
information about component versions.

• Improved Information Display: Key details are presented more clearly, allowing users to quickly find
relevant data such as descriptions, known vulnerabilities, and associated licenses.

• Enhanced User Experience: The overall user experience has been improved, ensuring that users can
efficiently manage and review component information.

Enhanced Bitbucket Data Center Onboarding

The user interface has been updated to allow for Bitbucket Data Center (BBDC) to onboard SCM projects in
alignment with other workflows. This enhancement ensures that the existing workflow for BBDC now looks
and operates similarly to other SCM options:

• Users can select one or multiple repositories for scanning on the same page.

• The scanning process will create a project for the selected repository.

• Users can delve into the project to find Bill of Materials (BOMs).

• The option to select other versions of the repository is now available, enabling users to initiate additional
scans and retrieve BOMs.

This update streamlines the onboarding process for Bitbucket Data Center, providing a consistent
experience across all SCM providers.

Support for Additional Image Formats in Logo Customization

We have enhanced the logo customization feature to support additional image formats. Users can now
upload logos in various formats, including PNG, GIF, SVG, WEBP, JPEG, and AVIF.

Removal of Edit Feature for User Access Tokens

In this release, the edit feature for user access tokens has been removed. This change addresses security
concerns associated with storing newly generated access tokens in plaintext, which can lead to poor
security practices.

Access tokens are intended for single use upon generation, and users are encouraged to create new tokens
as needed rather than copying and pasting existing ones. Inactive tokens will be purged, ensuring better
management of access credentials.

Enhancement to External Link Confirmation UI Workflow

We have improved the external link confirmation workflow to enhance user experience. Previously, users
were required to dismiss the confirmation popup every time they clicked an external link, even when the full
URL was displayed.

End of Support for PostgreSQL 15

With the release of Black Duck SCA 2025.10.0, support for external PostgreSQL 15 will be discontinued.

Upgrade restrictions for PostgreSQL container users

For users of the Black Duck-provided PostgreSQL container, Black Duck SCA supports direct upgrades only
from earlier versions that use PostgreSQL 14 or 15 (specifically, version 2023.10.0 and later).

Upgrading from older Black Duck SCA versions (prior to 2023.10.0) will require a multi-step process:

• From version 2021.10.0 and earlier: Upgrade from the currently installed version to 2023.7.x, then to
2025.7.x, and finally to 2025.10.0.

• From versions 2022.2.x through 2023.7.x (inclusive): Upgrade from the currently installed version to
2024.7.x, then to 2025.10.0.
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New and changed features

AI Model Support in Bill of Materials

Black Duck now supports the addition of AI models to your Bill of Materials (BOM) as part of the Black
Duck Supply Chain Edition, enabling comprehensive tracking and management of artificial intelligence
components within your projects. This new feature allows organizations to maintain visibility into their AI
model usage alongside traditional software components.

Key capabilities include:

• Manual addition and editing of AI models to your BOM with detailed metadata

• Filtering and search options to quickly identify AI models within large BOMs

Note:  This feature is currently available only for hosted customers, as it requires signature scans to
be processed through the SCA Scan Service (SCASS).

To use this feature, ensure your product registration has the AI Model
Scanning feature enabled and run Detect scans with the parameter --
detect.blackduck.signature.scanner.individual.file.matching=ALL.

This enhancement helps organizations address the growing need to track AI components as part of their
software supply chain management and compliance processes.

New BDSA Rapid Review tag

With the introduction of AI assistance for generating fully automated BDSAs without human research, we
have introduced a new BDSA tag called "Rapid Review." This tag alerts users to potential vulnerabilities
identified through our automated vulnerability process, which was partly developed in response to the need
for timely reporting of Linux Kernel vulnerabilities.

This dashboard features a comprehensive
overview of new vulnerabilities, allowing users to filter by timeframe and access detailed information about
affected projects. With an intuitive layout and graphical summaries of vulnerabilities by severity, the New
Vulnerabilities Dashboard streamlines the vulnerability management process, making it easier for users to
prioritize remediation efforts.

New Component search functionality for LTS Projects

We have introduced the ability to search for components within Long-Term Support (LTS) project versions in
Black Duck SCA. Customers can now perform the same search capabilities for components in LTS projects
as they can for active projects.

When searching for components, the results will now include relevant LTS project versions, ensuring that all
affected components are considered in your queries. This enhancement aims to improve the effectiveness
of component management across different project types.
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New Vulnerability Exploitability eXchange (VEX) Reports

The new Vulnerability Exploitability eXchange (VEX) reports are now available in Black Duck SCA as part of
the Black Duck Supply Chain Edition. These reports provide a standardized method for communicating the
exploitability status of vulnerabilities associated with your products.

Users can generate VEX reports in the CSAF 2.0 (Profile 5) format, which includes key metadata such as
the CVE ID (if available), BDSA ID, and vulnerability ratings. The reports will only include vulnerabilities that
are relevant, filtering out those marked as Duplicate, Ignored, or New.

VEX reports can be generated through the user interface or via API, allowing for flexibility in accessing
vulnerability information. This feature aims to help organizations communicate security risks more effectively
and enhance their vulnerability management processes.

To take advantage of this new report, ensure your product registration has the Vulnerability Exploitability
eXchange (VEX) feature enabled.

Enhanced Vulnerability Information in SBOM Reports

Black Duck now provides enhanced vulnerability information in both SPDX 3 and CycloneDX SBOM reports,
enabling more comprehensive security insights for stakeholders. This update filters out vulnerabilities with
"Duplicate," "Ignored," or "New" remediation statuses, ensuring reports focus on the most relevant security
information.

For CycloneDX reports, we've added detailed vulnerability ratings with scoring methods and vectors,
Common Weakness Enumeration (CWE) listings, and analysis information including state, justification,
and response details. SPDX 3 reports now include vulnerability classes with CVE or BDSA IDs, CVSS
assessment relationships across multiple versions, and specific vulnerability remediation representations.

These improvements align with industry standards and help organizations provide more detailed security
context in their software supply chain documentation.

Update to SPDX License Handling in BD SBOMs

We have updated the license handling for Black Duck SBOMs to ensure compliance with the latest SPDX
license identifiers. With this change, if a license ID in the SBOM is not part of the supported license list, it
will be treated as a custom license, requiring a license reference and inclusion of the full license text. This
enhancement is designed to prevent failures during SBOM validation.

Both CycloneDX and SPDX rely on the license identifiers defined in the SPDX License List. It is important to
note that, following the transition from SPDX 2.3 to SPDX 3.0, several license formats were changed, and
some licenses were marked as deprecated. While these deprecated licenses currently result in warnings but
are still processed as valid SBOMs, they may be removed in future updates, leading to invalid SBOMs.

This update reinforces our commitment to maintaining the integrity and compliance of SBOMs within Black
Duck SCA.

UX/UI Enhancements to Project Settings/Details Page

The Project Settings/Details page has been significantly improved with several user experience
enhancements designed to streamline navigation and configuration:

• Reorganized Layout: Straightforward project details (such as Name and Description) are now
separated from more advanced features (such as Custom Scan Signature), creating a more intuitive
workflow.

• Enhanced Documentation: "Learn More" links have been added throughout the settings and options,
providing immediate access to relevant documentation and guidance.
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• Improved Text and Instructions: UI text and explanations have been revised for clarity, making it
easier to understand available options and their implications.

• Refined Visual Elements: Updates to layout, alignment, spacing, and behavior create a more
consistent and polished interface, improving overall usability.

These enhancements aim to streamline project management and make configuration more accessible for
both new and experienced users.

Behavior Change in Component Vulnerabilities API

As a follow-up to the deprecation announced in 2025.7.0, the GET /api/components/<component-
id>/vulnerabilities API endpoint has been modified in version 2025.10.0 to limit results to the first
10 component versions' vulnerabilities. This change serves as a performance protection measure for the
system.

Please note that this API remains deprecated and is scheduled for removal in version 2026.1.0. Users are
strongly encouraged to transition to the following API endpoints:

Upcoming Deprecation of Update Access Token API

In the 2026.1.0 release, the Update Access Token API (PUT /api/current-user/tokens/{tokenId})
will be deprecated as part of our ongoing security improvements. After this change, users will no longer be
able to update metadata for existing access tokens.

Users will still be able to:

• Create new access tokens with appropriate metadata

• Regenerate new access tokens

• Delete existing tokens

If you need to modify metadata for an existing token, the recommended approach will be to delete the
existing access token and create a new one with the required metadata.

This change enhances our security posture while maintaining essential token management functionality.

Fixed issues
The following customer-reported issues have been fixed in this release:

• (HUB-36738). Resolved a bug in Black Duck SCA versions 2022.7.x and 2022.10.x that caused re-
scanning projects with backslash syntax to fail with a "412 Precondition Failed" error; upgrading to Black
Duck SCA 2025.10.0 allows successful re-scans with such project names.

• (HUB-43219). Addressed a bug causing unmatched SBOM components to display blank names and
missing version info after import; initial fixes have been implemented, with further updates planned for
the 2025.10.0 release to improve the handling and editing of unmatched components.

• (HUB-44281). Updated the REST API documentation to remove references to the Hierarchical BOM
(HBOM) feature, which is no longer offered.

• (HUB-44483). Resolved a bug causing intermittent missing Component Link information in generated
reports in Black Duck SCA, affecting versions 2024.7.3, 2024.10.1, and later; a temporary workaround
involving database modifications and service restarts has been identified.

• (HUB-44511). The Integrations Manager role in Black Duck SCA was unable to manage SCM
integrations, as it could only manage the Artifactory integration. This functionality has now been
corrected to ensure that the Integrations Manager role can manage SCM onboarding configurations,
aligning with expectations for role responsibilities.

• (HUB-44558). Resolved a "412 Precondition Failed" error when adding different versions of the same
project to a Bill of Materials (BOM), which arose from overly restrictive cyclic dependency detection; the
fix removes the restrictive check and implements improved cycle detection, addressing legitimate use
cases for customers using multiple project versions.

• (HUB-44580). Fixed an issue where Detect Desktop scans failed with the error message "Request
authentication failed" due to a trailing slash (/) in the blackduck_url, which caused authentication failures
during scans.

• (HUB-44817). Resolved an issue where user sessions did not expire after the configured timeout of
1800 seconds, causing security concerns; the issue was linked to browser session cookies not expiring.

• (HUB-44895). Fixed an issue where users with the project-level Project Manager role could incorrectly
assign any project-level user roles (including Project Administrator) to themselves and others.

• (HUB-44558). Resolved a bug that resulted in a 412 error when attempting to add a different version
of a project to the Bill of Materials (BOM) of another version of the same project. This issue blocked
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valid use cases, particularly for customers who utilize multiple versions of the same project in their
BOMs, such as in microservices architectures. The problem originated from a fix designed to prevent
projects without versions from being added to BOMs; however, it unintentionally restricted the addition
of different versions of the same project. The team has decided to remove this restrictive check, allowing
for the addition of different project versions without causing unnecessary upgrade friction. Cyclic
dependency detection will continue to be enforced to prevent recursive references, ensuring a balance
between functionality and safety.

• (HUB-45006). Resolved a bug where Japanese characters in uploaded source code were not displayed
properly due to encoding issues; the root cause was identified as the backend storage service returning
raw bytes without encoding info.

• (HUB-45115). Resolved a bug preventing users with the Project Code Scanner role from mapping
or unmapping projects as expected, due to backend permission checks on the codelocation API; UI
improvements and API enhancements were implemented to clarify scan access post-unmap. A warning
is now displayed in the UI before unmapping to inform users about potential access loss.

• (HUB-45186). Resolved an issue where the view for policy violations did not accurately reflect unfulfilled
licenses in the component version view.

• (HUB-45308). Resolved a bug causing mismatches in vulnerability counts between the upgrade
guidance and component details pages, where UI icons inaccurately displayed vulnerabilities.

• (HUB-45356, HUB-45541, HUB-46005). Fixed additional cases of security risk count discrepancies.

• (HUB-45396). Resolved a bug in SBOM import where the '+' character in PURLs was incorrectly
encoded as '%20' instead of '%2B', leading to unmatched components; the root cause was a flaw in the
package URL library, which has been fixed by updating to a new dependency version.

• (HUB-45399). Resolved a connectivity bug in Docker Swarm environments where Black Duck SCA
could not connect to an external PostgreSQL database, with SSL mode enabled or disabled; the issue
was traced to incorrect SSL certificate path settings and permissions. A fix was implemented by adding
a new docker-compose.externaldb-cert-volume.yml for proper certificate volume mounting and adjusting
the HUB_POSTGRES_SSL_MODE variable.

• (HUB-45434). Addressed an API bug where deleting an LTS version via the general version delete
endpoint returned a 204 No Content response instead of a 4xx error; this behavior led to inconsistencies
where the version appeared deleted in the UI but remained in the database. The fix ensures that
attempts to delete or manipulate an LTS version using the incorrect endpoint will be rejected, providing
an appropriate error response instead.

• (HUB-45472). Resolved an issue where adjustments to component matches were indicated as
successful in the UI, displaying the message "The component changes were successfully saved," and
returning a status 200 for the PUT request. However, the edits were not being applied as expected. This
issue has been fixed to ensure that component match adjustments are correctly applied.

• (HUB-45488). Resolved a bug causing roles to be duplicated within user groups. This issue stemmed
from identical role names for projects and groups in the backend API, leading to inconsistencies. The
user interface alone could not address the duplication, necessitating backend changes to differentiate
role names—such as adding "Project Group Viewer" to avoid overlaps. Additionally, similar scope-based
fixes referenced from a previous issue (HUB-44826) were implemented to further prevent duplication
by utilizing role scopes. It was also noted that certain roles, including BOM Annotator, BOM Manager,
Policy Violation Reviewer, and Project Code Scanner, were not appearing correctly. This fix ensures
accurate role representation and resolves the duplication issue.

• (HUB-45537). Resolved a bug in the binary scan results UI where match type, component name,
license, and usage information were not displayed, unlike package manager scans.
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• (HUB-45593). Resolved a bug in the search function on the online help page that caused it to become
unresponsive and return no results when using the Japanese or Simplified Chinese language setting in
the browser.

• (HUB-45605). Resolved a bug where uploading a valid SBOM with no components incorrectly marked
the project version as "Never Scanned," causing confusion in reporting; the fix ensures that the scanned
timestamp updates correctly even when no PURLs are present.

• (HUB-45617). Fixed an issue where the login page would still appear when the Black Duck SCA was
actually down.

• (HUB-45648). Resolved a bug where the system-level project setting for License Conflicts was not
inherited when creating a project by uploading BDIO files; unlike projects created through scanning
or the UI, the License Conflicts setting was not enabled in the automatically created project. The fix
ensures that this setting is now inherited correctly across all project creation methods.

• (HUB-45675). Improved handling of RESERVED CVEs in the Black Duck SCA API by updating UI
messaging; previously, a 404 error for RESERVED CVEs was indistinguishable from invalid CVEs. The
UI now displays a specific message for RESERVED CVEs when accessed via BDSA links, indicating
they are "Reserved but not yet published by the NVD," while direct navigation to invalid CVE URLs
presents a generic "not found" message.

• (HUB-45734). Fixed an issue in SCASS-enabled NPM package manager scans that resulted in
unexpected and incorrect match results compared to non-SCASS scans. The issue arose due to the
use of fuzzy matching in SCASS-enabled scans, which led to incorrect version matches, while HUB's
default setting utilized exact matching. Additionally, uploading BDIO files bypassed SCASS, yielding
more accurate results than live SCASS scans.

• (HUB-45781). Fixed an issue where unknown licenses did not appear in Notice File reports unless part
of an AND/OR clause.

• (HUB-45782). Resolved a bug that prevented users from removing Originator information set for
components under 'SBOM Fields'; users could input Originator Entity and Name but were unable to
clear these fields upon updating.

• (HUB-45788). Resolved a performance issue where the "Dashboard Summary" page took longer
than expected to load all sub-blocks for some customers. The investigation identified that the GET /
internal/dashboard-top-security-risk endpoint was causing significant delays in page
rendering.

• (HUB-45835). Resolved documentation errors in the Black Duck SCA User Guide, including adjustments
to snippet matching size, BOM/JSON file naming, and project creation instructions. The maximum
snippet size is now correctly stated as adjustable between 1-4 MB with a default of 1 MB. Outdated
BOM/JSON naming instructions were removed, and project creation clarity was improved based on
SCM integration status.

• (HUB-45851). Clarified the behavior of the "Component Adjustments" setting in project versions by
updating the UI text to accurately reflect that adjustments apply across all project versions where
the component exists, while manually added components must be handled individually. The revised
description and a proposed "Learn More" link to documentation enhance user understanding.

• (HUB-45868). Resolved a bug that caused the average signature scan size metric to display as 0.0
MB in system usage reports due to incorrect data reading in the backend, confirmed as an API issue
related to improper SQL result indexing. The fix corrects the query for reading monthly scan statistics,
with updates scheduled for releases in 2025.10.0 and 2026.1.0.

• (HUB-45873). Resolved a bug where no versions were detected for the googleapis/go-genproto
component in scanned Docker container binaries; the issue stemmed from a bug in signature generation
that incorrectly identified the parent component alongside the correct subcomponents.
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• (HUB-45886). Resolved a problem with Black Duck's data retention settings that incorrectly triggered
premature unmapping of scans following manual .BDIO file uploads. The issue was identified when
data retention rules activated immediately after uploads, disrupting workflows. The fix ensures that data
retention policies now consider manual uploads, preventing premature unmapping and aligning with
expected behavior.

• (HUB-45970). Resolved a bug that allowed the creation of selector-type custom fields with zero options,
leading to UI crashes on component version custom fields pages. The issue was caused by the backend
API returning an empty options array for these fields, affecting all component versions since version
2019.2.0. The fix disallows the creation of selector custom fields without options, improving UI stability. A
temporary workaround involved disabling or adding options to existing custom fields.

• (HUB-45975). Resolved a "Duplicate Key" error on the Issues endpoint caused by multiple BOM
entries with the same component/version IDs but different names. The root cause was identified as
KB component name changes not being handled in the KBUpdate Job, leading to conflicts in the
version_bom_component table.

• (HUB-45977). Resolved a bug where editing a snippet on the Source page resulted in the snippet
count being incorrectly doubled upon rescanning; this caused the system to display 4 matches for the
edited snippet instead of the expected 2. The issue arose from the system summing file adjustments
or counting them twice per scan. The fix ensures that snippet matches are accurately counted during
rescans, maintaining consistent match counts across versions.

• (HUB-45979). Resolved an issue where the vulnerable-bom-components API endpoint incorrectly
displayed components that have been removed from layers in a container scan.

• (HUB-46073). Resolved a bug where binary scan results displayed extra components in the Source
tab, leading to confusion for users. The issue involved two DLL files showing an unexpected number
of component matches, particularly when selecting "All Subfolders" in the Source tab, which incorrectly
added extra components not linked to the BOM. The fix ensures accurate representation of components
in the Source tab, aligning with expected results observed in standalone binary scans.

• (HUB-46084). Resolved a bug in the /source-trees API endpoint where pagination parameters (?limit,
offset) stopped working after Black Duck 2025.1.1, disrupting customer workflows. The issue was traced
to the UI not passing the limit parameter due to a refactor.

• (HUB-46126). Resolved a bug where ignored snippet matches caused license conflicts in a main project
after scanning a subproject. The issue arose when GPL-licensed snippets from external projects were
ignored during the subproject scan, but their licenses carried over and caused conflicts in the main
project with a non-GPL proprietary license.

• (HUB-46132). Addressed an intermittent scan failure issue where scans returned a "NOT_INCLUDED"
status due to the deletion of redundant scans before Detect could request BOM status.

• (HUB-46133). Resolved a bug that caused a 400 Bad Request error when cloning project versions with
over 500 distinct component versions containing vulnerability remediations in Black Duck SCA. The
issue stemmed from a SQL query exceeding column limits, leading to an "index out of range" exception.

• (HUB-46139, HUB-46164, HUB-46194). Clarified the documentation to specify the use of
scass.blackduck.com as the SCASS Hostname for proper configuration. Added details on SCASS
communication security, confirming that no changes have been made to the transmitted data, only
to internal query processing. Expanded the documentation to outline the benefits and disadvantages
of SCASS, noting that while SCASS scans may appear slower, they significantly reduce resource
requirements for non-specialized scanning. Additionally, referenced Gen05 hardware scaling guidance,
highlighting that Gen05 requires about 25% less hardware for the same scan volume compared to
Gen04, reflecting the improvements in SCASS.

• (HUB-46144). Resolved a bug in container scans where components were incorrectly shown as both
added and removed in the same base layer, leading to discrepancies in component listings. The
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issue was observed when scanning base images separately compared to their use in derived images,
specifically affecting components like the GNU C Library. The fix ensures accurate representation of
components across scans, eliminating confusion in the results.

• (HUB-46154). Resolved a discrepancy in snippets count displayed between the BOM page and the
Source View; the mismatch occurred due to the aggregation of snippet matches for files with multiple
snippets linked to different components. The fix ensures that when sorting by component or license,
entries for files with multiple snippets are split into separate rows, accurately reflecting the total snippet
count.

• (HUB-46182). Resolved an issue that caused delays in processing changes to project version custom
fields. The computation for these changes is now handled as a background process, significantly
improving response times and overall efficiency.

• (HUB-46260). Resolved an error where snippet scanning returned "ERR01_1001 Server returned an
error (Bad Request)" when scanning from folders with spaces in their names. This fix ensures that
folders such as "Test Scan" can be scanned successfully without encountering errors.

• (HUB-46324). Improved efficiency in the KB update workflow by addressing the performance issue with
the ProjectGroupCacheRepository, which was causing slowdowns during scans.

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• (HUB-46221, HUB-46224). Custom field options created prior to version 2025.7.0 were not properly
migrated to match the format required by the 2025.7.0 codebase. A new migration script has been
implemented to automatically upgrade these entries to the correct format. This ensures that all custom
field options display and function correctly after upgrading to version 2025.7.0.

If you have made changes to the custom field values that were not functioning correctly after the
2025.7.0 upgrade, please reach out to Support before applying the 2025.7.1 upgrade. It is necessary
to clean up the values in the database prior to the upgrade to prevent any potential failures during the
process. Your prompt attention to this matter will help ensure a smooth upgrade experience.

Updated project version BOM view with new Vulnerabilities tab

We have made significant updates to the project version BOM view by replacing the Security tab with a
new Vulnerabilities tab. This redesigned tab offers an improved layout while continuing to provide essential
vulnerability insights. Users will benefit from enhanced filtering options, clearer presentation of vulnerability
data, and quicker access to remediation details in a more intuitive interface.

The new Vulnerabilities tab changes the way vulnerabilities are remediated, allowing for remediation at the
component version level. This means there is no longer a need to remediate individual component origins
identified from scans, reducing the overall remediation steps required. Additionally, bulk remediation of
multiple vulnerabilities affecting one or more component versions is now supported.

We are also introducing new public vulnerability APIs to facilitate this functionality for customers looking
to automate remediation steps. The existing APIs will remain available and have not been deprecated,
but we encourage customers to consider transitioning to the new, more efficient APIs that focus on
component version-level remediation. Existing remediation for component origins will be carried forward
when upgrading to version 2025.7.0.

Upcoming PostgreSQL container migration to version 16

Starting in 2025.10.0, Black Duck will upgrade the PostgreSQL container image to PostgreSQL 16.
This migration ensures improved performance, stability, and access to the latest PostgreSQL features.
Customers using the packaged PostgreSQL container should validate their environments for compatibility
with PostgreSQL 16 prior to upgrading. No action is required for those using external databases.

Upcoming upgrade restriction for PostgreSQL container users

Starting in 2025.10.0, Black Duck will only support direct upgrades to the bundled PostgreSQL container
(PostgreSQL 16) from versions that already use PostgreSQL 14 or 15—specifically, Black Duck 2023.10.0
through 2025.7.x.

If you are using a Black Duck version prior to 2023.10.0, you will need to perform a two-step upgrade:

1. First upgrade to 2024.7.x

2. Then upgrade to 2025.10.x

This change applies only to users of the Synopsys-provided PostgreSQL container. Users with external
database configurations are not affected.

Upcoming end of support for PostgreSQL 15

Support for PostgreSQL 15 will end with the 2025.10.0 release of Black Duck.
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Users currently using the PostgreSQL 15 container should plan to upgrade to PostgreSQL 16 by of before
that release.

External database configurations should follow standard compatibility guidance.

Extended Testing Period for PostgreSQL 17 Support

Black Duck is extending the testing-only period for PostgreSQL 17 as an external database option due to a
discovered performance degradation with PG 17.x. While our investigation is ongoing to resolve this issue,
we do not recommend using PG 17.x in production environments at this time. Therefore, evaluation-only
support for PG 17.x has been extended.

Please note, this extension does not affect our planned end of support for PostgreSQL 15.x, which will occur
with the release of Black Duck 2025.10.0. Stay tuned for further updates as we work towards full production
support for PostgreSQL 17.x in future releases.

New requirement: pg_trgm extension for PostgreSQL

Starting in Black Duck 2025.7.0, the pg_trgm PostgreSQL extension is required for the bds_hub database.

• If you are using the Black Duck-provided PostgreSQL container, no action is required—the extension will
be installed automatically during the upgrade.

• If you are using an external PostgreSQL instance, the upgrade process will attempt to install the
extension. However, this may fail in environments with restricted permissions (such as Amazon RDS or
other managed services).

To avoid migration issues, Black Duck strongly recommends ensuring that the pg_trgm extension is
installed in the bds_hub database before upgrading to 2025.7.0.

• For managed services, refer to your provider's documentation for instructions on enabling database
extensions.

• For standard PostgreSQL installations, you can manually install the extension using:

CREATE EXTENSION IF NOT EXISTS pg_trgm;

Upcoming scan and matchengine container merger

In the 2025.10.0 release, the scan and matchengine containers will be merged into a single scanmatch
container. This change is part of ongoing efforts to reduce resource requirements and simplify Black Duck
SCA deployments.

Upcoming scan endpoint deprecations

To improve maintainability and streamline the Black Duck API, several legacy scan-related endpoints are
scheduled for deprecation in upcoming releases. The table below outlines the endpoints affected, along with
their deprecation timelines.

• Only the specifically listed scan types are affected for the endpoints that support multiple scan types.

• Customers using any of the affected endpoints are encouraged to contact their account team or
Technical Support for assistance or migration guidance.

Customers using a fully supported version of Detect (9, 10) at the time of API removal will not be affected
and do not need to take any action. None of the supported Detect versions rely on the APIs scheduled for
removal in 2026.4.0. By 2027.4.0, Detect 11 will be the oldest supported version, and it does not use any of
the deprecated APIs.

New and changed features

New integration support for GitHub App

Black Duck now supports integration with the new GitHub App, a new SCM onboarding application designed
to simplify and automate the process of connecting GitHub to Black Duck. Once integrated, the GitHub App
performs scans and send results directly to Black Duck, enabling streamlined onboarding and centralized
visibility into open source risk. For setup details and configuration guidance, see GitHub App Integration
Guide.

Added support for SPDX v3.0

Black Duck now supports both importing and exporting Software Bill of Materials (SBOMs) in the SPDX v3.0
format. This allows greater compatibility with modern tooling and enhanced SBOM data structure support.

For more information about the SPDX v3.0 specification, visit the SPDX v3.0 reference page.

Added support for SBOM Type field in SBOM reports

Black Duck SBOM reports now include a new SBOM Type field that identifies the phase of the software
lifecycle the SBOM represents. Supported values are Design, Source, Build, Analyzed, Deployed,
and Runtime in alignment with guidance from CISA's SBOM documentation.

This enhancement improves the clarity and traceability of SBOMs by helping consumers understand the
context and completeness of the data provided.
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New Component Hash support added to SBOMs

Black Duck SBOMs now support a new Component Hash feature that allows users to include a
cryptographic identifier for components. When enabled in a SBOM template, users can populate two new
fields:

• Hash Value: A unique cryptographic hash value identifying the component's contents.

• Hash Algorithm: The algorithm used to compute the hash value (e.g., SHA-256).

This enhancement improves the traceability and supports integrity verification across SBOMs.

ReversingLabs Functionality Sunset

Support for ReversingLabs functionality has been fully removed from Black Duck. The includes removal
of all previously deprecated features, APIs, and schema references related to ReversingLabs. Any public
ReversingLabs APIs that remain will now return a 410 Gone response or are marked as deprecated. As
part of this change, all documentation references have also been removed.

If you were using ReversingLabs integrations, we recommend reviewing your workflows and transitioning to
supported alternatives.

Updated terminology from "Overall Roles" to "Global Roles"

To improve clarity and consistency across the product, all references to Overall Roles have been updated to
Global Roles. This change consolidates terminology and better reflects the scope and function of these roles
within Black Duck. Only the name has changed—role functionality and permissions remain the same.

Updated filter behavior to include LTS projects

The Affecting Projects filter on the Find → Vulnerabilities page has been updated to include Long-Term
Support (LTS) projects. When enabled, this filter now limits results to vulnerabilities found in both Active and
LTS projects, giving users a more complete view of risks affecting supported versions.

New file types supported for snippet scans

Black Duck now supports snippet scanning for Kotlin (.kt) and Rust (.rs) files. These additions expand
language coverage and improve identification of code snippets during analysis. No configuration changes
are required—scans will automatically detect and process these file types.

Accessibility improvements

This release introduces several updates aimed at enhancing the overall accessibility and usability of Black
Duck. These changes improve support for assistive technology and align more closely with accessibility
standards such as WCAG.

• Improved Global Search → dropdown menu accessibility.

• Manage and Admin side menus can now be accessed via keyboard.

• Dropdown menus are now navigable by keyboard when expanded and closable when the Escape key.
Focus remains within the menu component until it’s closed.

• Improved contrast ratio for scan error messages.

A future version will limit the amount
of data returned from the deprecated endpoint, followed by a subsequent version that will fully remove the
API. Users are encouraged to update their implementations accordingly to ensure continued access to
vulnerability data.

As part
of this update, the BOM for affected component versions has been refreshed to improve accuracy.
However, new components that appear after the BOM refresh are not automatically updated at this time.
Further improvements are being actively developed to provide a more comprehensive solution in future
releases.

• (HUB-45609). Fixed a SQL error caused by incorrect argument ordering in the query for the endpoint /
api/vulnerabilities/{vulnerability_id}/affected-bom-components. The issue resulted
in a BadSqlGrammarException and a PostgreSQL error indicating a mismatch between the ~~*
operator and argument types (text vs. UUID).

The original
fix included a database migration and code changes, but remediation statuses could still fall out of sync
due to KnowledgeBase update jobs. This update corrects the issue more comprehensively to ensure
remediation status is consistently applied per origin.

Additionally, the database migration script has been updated to prevent subproject risk counts from
being reset during the upgrade process. After upgrade, subproject risks may briefly appear missing from
project rollups; these values are automatically recalculated by the BOM Vulnerability Recomputation
Check within approximately 10 minutes for the server restarting. Once this job is completed, the counts
will be updated for subprojects. Archived projects must be unarchived in order to get their BOMs
refreshed.

Note: This fix includes a database migration. For customers with large databases, the migration process
may take up to an hour or more to complete.

• (HUB-45300). Fixed an issue where stricter timestamp parsing in the API caused failures when
processing issueCreateAt and issueUpdatedAT fields, impacting integrations with issue trackers such
as JIRA via Alert 8.0.1. The issue was resolved by introducing a fallback parser to accept additional
timestamp formats.

Specifically,
some vulnerabilities may appear as ignored even when their status is shown as New or Remediation
Required. This issue primarily affects older vulnerabilities and is currently under investigation.

Upcoming requirement: pg_trgm extension for PostgreSQL

Starting in Black Duck 2025.7.0, the pg_trgm PostgreSQL extension will be required for the bds_hub
database.

• If you are using the Black Duck-provided PostgreSQL container, no action is required—the extension will
be installed automatically during the upgrade.

• If you are using an external PostgreSQL instance, the upgrade process will attempt to install the
extension. However, this may fail in environments with restricted permissions (such as Amazon RDS or
other managed services).

To avoid migration issues, Black Duck strongly recommends ensuring that the pg_trgm extension is
installed in the bds_hub database before upgrading to 2025.7.0.

• For managed services, refer to your provider's documentation for instructions on enabling database
extensions.

• For standard PostgreSQL installations, you can manually install the extension using:

CREATE EXTENSION IF NOT EXISTS pg_trgm;

Preliminary PostgreSQL 17 support

Black Duck 2025.4.0 introduces preliminary support for PostgreSQL 17 as an external database. This
support is for testing purposes only, and production use is not supported at this time. Customers can
evaluate PostgreSQL 17 in non-production environments to assess compatibility ahead of future full support.

PostgreSQL images now sourced from Docker Library

Starting in Black Duck 2025.4.0, PostgreSQL images will be sourced from Docker Library instead of Bitnami
as the base images for Black Duck's PostgreSQL deployment. This transition occurs automatically and
requires no action from users.

HBOM view removed following CVSS 2.0 deprecation

With the removal of CVSS 2.0 support, the HBOM view in Black Duck—previously reliant on CVSS 2.0—will
no longer be functional. Customers should use alternative reporting and risk assessment views that support
CVSS 3.x and 4.0 for vulnerability prioritization.
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Database migration notice

This release includes a database migration related to vulnerability remediation status handling (See
HUB-44855 in the Fixed issues section of the release notes for more details). For customers with large
databases, the migration process may take up to an hour or more to complete. No action is required, but we
recommend planning for additional migration time during the upgrade process.

New and changed features

New MFA secret expiration

Black Duck now enforces a time-to-live (TTL) period for MFA secrets, ensuring they expire after two
minutes or when a new secret is requested via the API. IF a user attempts to set up MFA with an expired
or invalidated secret, a 401 UNAUTHORIZED error will be returned with an appropriate message. The
expiration time is configurable for flexibility.

New BDSA vulnerability tags

Black Duck now includes two new BDSA vulnerability tags to help further classify and assess remote code
execution risks:

• Potential Remote Code Execution: Flags vulnerabilities that may lead to remote code execution under
specific conditions but are not conclusively confirmed.

• Remote Code Execution Requiring User Input : Indicates the vulnerability requires user interaction
through a user interface to exploit remote code execution.

New policy rule expressions for component and vulnerability age

Black Duck now supports two new policy rule expressions that allow users to define rules based on the age
of the components or published vulnerabilities:

• Component Release Age: Evaluates the number of days since a component was released. Useful for
avoiding newly released components or prioritizing mature libraries.

• Published Age: Evaluates the number of days since a vulnerability was published. This can help
identify components affected by recently disclosed vulnerabilities.

Both expressions accept a number value in days and compare it against the current date. These additions
provide more flexibility when creating time-based risk policies.

Added support for supplying external database credentials via predefined secret

Black Duck now supports passing database credentials via user-managed Kubernetes secret when using
an external PostgreSQL instance. This allows customers to avoid storing plaintext credentials in the
values.yaml file.

• A new Helm chart setting, useHelmChartDbCreds, has been added. It is enabled true by default,
preserving the existing behavior where the Helm chart creates the <name>-blackduck-db-creds
secret using values defined in values.yaml.

• Setting this value to false allows users to manually create and manage their own <name>-
blackduck-db-creds secret.

• The user-provided secret must contain the following keys:

• HUB_POSTGRES_ADMIN_PASSWORD_FILE
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• HUB_POSTGRES_USER_PASSWORD_FILE

• If the custom secret is invalid or missing, the deployment will fail. The system will not fall back to
passwords in values.yaml.

Added support for Ubuntu 22.04 and 24.04, ending support for Ubuntu 20.04

Starting in Black Duck 2025.4.0, Ubuntu 22.04 and 24.04 are now supported.

As Ubuntu 20.04 reaches end of life on May 31, 2025, Black Duck will remove support for this version in
2025.7.0. Customers using Ubuntu 20.04 should plan to upgrade to a supported version to ensure continued
compatibility.

Added support for Docker 26.x

Black Duck now supports Docker version 26.x. This update ensures compatibility with the latest Docker
runtime environments and aligns with current container platform standards.

Added PURL filter to BOM component's Origin ID tab

Users can now filter the Origin IDs for a BOM component using PURLs (Package URLs). This
enhancements makes it easier to locate and distinguish component identifiers based on standardized
package references, improving traceability and SBOM navigation.

Enhanced Vulnerabilities tab for LTS project versions

The Vulnerabilities tab for LTS project versions now includes several updates to improve usability and
visibility into risks:

• New Risk Profile bar – A visual summary displays the total number of vulnerabilities by severity
(Critical, High, Medium, Low), helping users quickly assess the overall security posture of the project
version.

• New search bar and expanded filter – Users can now:

• Use the search bar to find specific vulnerabilities by ID, component name, or keyword.

• Filter vulnerabilities by CWE Tags, Overall Score, Remediation Status, Security Risk, and
Vulnerability Tags.

Improved flexibility when importing SBOMs

Black Duck has relaxed strict field requirements when importing SBOM files, improving usability and
reducing import errors:

• For CycloneDX reports, if the component name metadata is missing from the report, the import will now
succeed. The filename of the SBOM will be used as the scan name in place of the missing metadata.

• For CycloneDX and SPDX reports imported from a BOM project version Scan page, if the report is
already mapped to a different project version and the user has permission to access that project version,
the error message now clearly displays the conflicting project name and version name, making it easier
for users to identify and resolve mapping issues.

This behavior applies only when importing from the BOM project version Scan page. When importing
from the Global Scans page, existing scans with the same name are still replaced automatically—this
behavior has not changed.
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There is no change in behavior if the user does not have permission to view the other project version.

Improved performance during bulk policy rule edits

To reduce system load during policy rule editing sessions, Black Duck now limits the number of policy rule
messages published to the BOM queue. Previously, a message was published every time a policy rule
was saved, even in rapid or bulk editing sessions. This could lead to excessive message generation and
downstream performance impacts.

With this update, message publication is intelligently reduced during clustered policy rule edits, helping to
improve overall system responsiveness and reduce contention on shared resources such as RabbitMQ and
PostgreSQL.

Updated policy violation notification logic

The notification logic for policy violations has been updated to reduce unnecessary alerts. Now, if a user
overrides a policy rule violation and the component is later determined to be not in violation, no notification
will be sent. Previously, a "policy violation cleared" notification was still triggered, even though the violation
had already been overridden.

Updated Users & Groups page display

The Users & Groups page has been updated to display only a user's Global Roles in the Roles column.
Previously, this column included roles assigned at the project and group level which lead to duplication in
some cases. This update provides a clearer, more accurate view of each user's global access within Black
Duck.

Restored file match edits for unmatched binary package manager scan results

In a previous release, binary file match edits were removed for binary scans to address performance issues
and improve usability. However, this unintentionally disabled file match edits for unmatched binary package
manager scan results, leaving no way to resolve them. This update restores source file edits for these
unmatched results, allowing users to properly manage and adjust them.

Customers are encouraged to review the updated hardware
requirements to take full advantage of these optimizations.

Detect 10 released and Detect 8 end of support

Detect 10 is now available, offering enhanced features and improvements. As part of this release, Detect 8
will reach end of support on October 31, 2024.

Key changes include:

• Customers with Detect 8.x already configured will see a red warning indicator upon upgrade, advising
them to transition to a supported version. A warning will also be displayed if they attempte to change
away from Detect 8.x, as this action is irreversible.

Black Duck now includes VEX (Vulnerability Exploitability eXchange) remediation status values, as
described by the Cybersecurity and Infrastructure Security Agency (CISA). These values provide detailed
tracking of the exploitability and remediation efforts for vulnerabilities, helping you assess and manage
vulnerability risks more effectively. The following remediation status values have been added:

• Known Affected (AFFECTED): Actions are recommended to remediate or address this vulnerability.

• Known Not Affected (NOT AFFECTED): A justification must be provided to ensure that the decision is
properly documented.

• Under Investigation (UNDER INVESTIGATION): It is not yet known whether these product versions are
affected by the vulnerability. An update will be provided in a later release.

New feature to define default CPE for component versions

Black Duck now includes the ability to define a default Common Platform Enumeration (CPE) for component
versions. This feature simplifies vulnerability tracking by ensuring that a consistent CPE is associated with
each component version, reducing the need for manual updates. Users can configure a default CPE directly
in the component version settings, steamlining SBOM generation and improving data accuracy.

New slide-out panel for BOM component information

In the Components tab for a project version, clicking a component now opens a slide-out panel instead
of navigating to a new page. This update preserves the context of where the component is being used,
eliminating the need to switch back and forth between pages for additional information.

New Exclude Unconfirmed Snippet Matches option added to SBOM Templates

A new SBOM template option, "Exclude Unconfirmed Snippet Matches" has been added to the Component
Data section in SBOM templates. This option allows users to exclude components with unconfirmed snippet
matches from their SBOM, providing a cleaner and more precise representation of the project's open source
composition.

New scan CSV data

Black Duck now supports generating CSV data during scans using the new --upload-csv parameter
in the scan CLI.

Introducing ceiling-based rate limiting policies

Starting in Q1 2025, we will begin rolling out ceiling-based rate limiting policies. This change is expected to
have minimal impact initially, and will likely be introduced first for Black Duck Hosted customers.

• Black Duck will be closely monitoring this rollout and will take necessary actions for customers that do
hit the ceiling threshold.

• Customers with high API traffic load may experience rate limiting under heavy usage scenarios. If you
encounter HTTP 429 - Too Many Requests responses, we strongly recommend implementing a
strategy to reduce API traffic when building custom API integration applications.

Java Development Kit (JDK) upgraded to version 17

Black Duck 2024.10.0 has been updated to use JDK 17, upgrading from JDK 11. This upgrade brings
enhanced performance, improved security, and long-term support, ensuring a more robust and future-ready
environment for both the hosted and on-prem products.

Users and developers working with both versions should ensure their environments are compatible with JDK
17 to take full advantage of this update.

Upcoming deprecation of BDIO1

Please note that the BDIO1 format of BDIO files will be deprecated starting with the 2025.1.0 release.
Detect version 8 and later utilize BDIO2+, while only unsupported versions of Detect continue to use BDIO1.

BDIO (Black Duck I/O) files are JSON-based files that store scan results, including open source
components, dependencies, vulnerabilities, and licenses in a project. They enable efficient data transfer
between Black Duck scanners and the platform for further analysis and integration into development
workflows.
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For customers running earlier versions of Black Duck that still use BDIO1, we will continue to support it
in those versions. If you modify BDIO1 files, these modifications will remain compatible with Black Duck
versions 2024.10.0 or earlier. However, when upgrading to Black Duck version 2025.1.0 or later, you will
need to update your modifications to work with BDIO2, BDIO3, or newer versions.

There are no changes to BDIO2 and BDIO3 support; both will continue to be fully supported.

End of support for PostgreSQL 14

With the 2024.10.0 release, Black Duck drops support for external PostgreSQL 14. Please refer to the
PostgreSQL Version Upgrade Schedule page for more information.

Upgrade restrictions for PostgreSQL container users

For users of the Black Duck-provided PostgreSQL container, Black Duck 2024.10.0 only supports direct
upgrades from earlier versions of Black Duck that use the PostgreSQL 13 or 14 containers (2022.10.0 to
2024.7.x inclusive).

Upgrading from older Black Duck versions (prior to 2022.10.0) will require a 2-step upgrade:

1. Upgrade to Black Duck 2023.7.x.

2. Upgrade to Black Duck 2024.10.x.

PostgreSQL container migration to version 15

Black Duck migrates its PostgreSQL image to version 15 with the 2024.10.0 release. Customers not using
the Black Duck-supplied PostgreSQL image are not affected.

Regarding binary scanning performance metrics

This guidance offered on the Black Duck Hardware Scaling Guidelines is valid when binary scans are 20%
or less of the total scan volume (by count of scans). The performance testing metrics should be used as
guideline for scaling the server. Not all binaries that are of a certain size are the same in that the number of
layers of extraction and the number of identified components found within the binary can require more or
less resources than what was determined in the performance tests.

New and changed features

New Multi-Factor Authentication (MFA) feature

Black Duck 2024.10.0 now includes a new Multi-Factor Authentication (MFA) feature, providing enhanced
security for user accounts. With MFA enabled, users will authenticate using a MFA token, SMS or app based
verification code for the second layer of verification. This additional step helps ensure that only authorized
users can access the system, further safeguarding sensitive data.

New Correlated scanning

A new scanning method has been added to Black Duck 2024.10.0 which correlates match results from
Package Manager and Signature scans to enhance results. By integrating the strengths and compensating
for the weaknesses of different scanning methods, Correlated Scanning effectively reduces false positives
and version spray. The correlation between these scanning methods ensures more accurate and
comprehensives results.

Black Duck 2024.10.0 supports correlation between single signature scans and one/many package manager
scan results only. Using it with other scan types is not recommended.
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New Origin IDs tab added to Component version page

A new Origin IDs tab has been added to the Component version page. This tab lists all known external IDs
and Package URLs (PURLs) associated with a specific component version, providing more detailed visibility
into the origins of each component.

New file adjustment simplification

The file adjustment process has been simplified to use path-based adjustments instead of signature-based
adjustments. This change improves user experience, enhances performance, and removes obstacles to
advancing signature-based component matching in the KnowledgeBase. For example, if the same file,
directory, or archive appears in multiple locations (e.g., in different code locations mapped to the same
project version), only one instance will be adjusted.

New session token invalidation after logout

This new feature allows session token to be invalidated after a user logs out of the system. This enhances
security by ensuring that tokens cannot be reused after logout. However, this feature is not enabled
by default. To activate it, administrators must configure the blackduck-config.env file and set the
JWT_BLOCK_LIST_CHECK variable to true.

Updated external authentication configuration location

The external authentication configuration pages for SAML and LDAP have been moved from Admin →
System Settings → User Authentication to Admin → Integrations → External Authentication.

In addition, the User Authentication page has been renamed to Local Authentication to reflect its updated
functionality.

Updated support for multiple container scans to a single project version

We have enhanced the system to allow multiple container scans to be mapped to a single project version.
Previously, only one container scan could be mapped per project version. This enhancement provides
greater flexibility in managing and analyzing your codebase across different containers. The following are
valid combinations of scans (code locations) that can be mapped to single project version:

• Any combination of non-container scans mapped to project version.

• One or many container scans mapped to project version.

• One or many container scans along with one or many IaC/Malware scans mapped to the same project
version.

All other combinations of mapped code locations are invalid and the scan process will fail if the mapping of
corresponding code location will result in invalid combination.

As part of this update, a migration will be required to change how container names are constructed.
Previously, container names were derived from their code location. Moving forward, they will be generated
from the URI of the container tar file, as provided in the BDIO file.

Long-term support (LTS) projects now support setting the remediation status for vulnerabilities, helping
teams track and document the resolution process for vulnerabilities within their projects.

KnowledgeBase upgrade post upgrade

Please be aware that a KnowledgeBase update job will run upon completion of Black Duck upgrade.
This update addresses outdated KnowledgeBase component license data resulting from a previous bug.
Depending on the size of your deployment, the job may take up to 4 hours to complete, though typical
durations are shorter. This process will not impact scans or other Black Duck processes. However, during
the execution of this job, you may observe increased CPU and memory usage in the Job runner pods.

Updated Activity Audit Trail

The Activity Audit Trail feature allows for the retention of activity audit records of user actions and key
events, such as project version component and vulnerability records, in the application affecting a project
and/or project version.

With this update, the functionality can now be disabled to improve performance and decrease storage
costs, giving you greater flexibility and control over your project's audit records. When Activity Audit Trail is
disabled, activity data is not tracked. Re-enabling it will start tracking activity from that moment on.
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This feature is disabled by default for fresh installations but remains enabled for existing installations and
upgrades.

PostgreSQL 16 support for external databases

Black Duck now supports and recommends PostgreSQL 16 for new installs that use external PostgreSQL.
However, Google CloudSQL for PostgreSQL does not yet support PostgreSQL 16; on that platform, Black
Duck recommends PostgreSQL 15.

Migrating to 2024.7.x does not require migration to PostgreSQL 16.

No action is required for users of the internal PostgreSQL container.

Upcoming end of support for PostgreSQL 14

With the upcoming 2024.10.0 release, Black Duck will end support for external PostgreSQL 14. Please refer
to the Black Duck 2023.10.0. Please refer to the PostgreSQL Upgrade Schedule page for more information.

Upcoming PostgreSQL container migration to version 15

Black Duck will migrate its PostgreSQL image to version 15 with the 2024.10.0 release. Customers not
using the Black Duck-supplied PostgreSQL image will not be affected.

Upcoming upgrade restrictions for PostgreSQL container users

For users of the Black Duck-provided PostgreSQL container, Black Duck 2024.10.0 will only support direct
upgrades from earlier versions of Black Duck that use the PostgreSQL versions 13 or PG 14 containers

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Users can choose to disable this window for future logins, but it will reappear with the next Black Duck
server upgrade. Even after being dismissed, the What's New content can be accessed under the Help
menu. All major versions of Black Duck from 2024.7 onward will include What's New content.

New Long-Term Support (LTS) feature

Long-Term Support (LTS) project versions enable tracking of vulnerability data for released product
versions. LTS projects are intended for software already in use by end users or customers. Designed with
scalability in mind, LTS projects can support extremely high volumes of project versions.

LTS project versions retain minimal data from Active project versions, focusing on tracking newly discovered
vulnerabilities in the components within the LTS Bill of Materials (BOM). When converting an Active version
to LTS, a Software Bill of Materials (SBOM) is automatically created to facilitate sharing with required third
parties. While LTS version do not currently support notifications, they will receive new vulnerability data as it
is published to the Black Duck KnowledgeBase.

New BDSA AI Assisted tag

A new mechanism has been introduced to automate the creation of BDSAs using AI models and have
introduced an “AI Assisted” BDSA tag. AI Assisted Security Advisories are automatically created by
Black Duck's Cyber Security Research Center using automated AI tools. These BDSAs have not been
independently verified by the BDSA team but are created using automated processes and Generative AI
assistance. These advisories are designed to supplement the BDSAs identified and verified by our Cyber
Security Research Center.

You will find the AI Assisted tag in all areas where other vulnerability tags are found:

• As a filter on the Find page for vulnerabilities

• As a filter a project version's Security page

• As a Vulnerability condition for policies

New internal SSL certificate expiration alert

Black Duck 2024.7.0 introduces a new internal SSL certificate expiration alert. This alert notifies users 30
days in advance when their internal SSL certificates are approaching their expiration date, ensuring timely
renewals and uninterrupted secure connections.

New SBOM retention configuration

When customers generate an SBOM that is meant to be distributed, it's important that an SBOM
management solution retains the SBOM so it can be reproduced if needed. This is different than other type
of Black Duck reports and while it typically happens as part of the release process at a point in time when no
further changes are expected to the BOM, that’s not always the case.

Using this new feature, you can now configure the retention period for project version SBOM reports for both
standard and LTS projects.

The SBOM retention settings can be configured in Admin → System Settings → Data Retention → SBOM
Retention.

New option to filter indirect dependencies in SBOM templates

The SBOM Template now has an option to only include direct dependencies of components or components
with no dependencies in the SBOM. This option can be found at the bottom of the Component Data section
of the SBOM Templates page. The default state is unchecked and applies to both CycloneDX and SPDX
report types. If unchecked, all components in the BOM are included.
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Note: This information may only be available for certain components.

Improved copyright handling in reports

Black Duck 2024.7.0 brings significant improvements to the way copyrights are handled in SBOM and
Notices File reports. Changes include:

• Enhancements to the algorithm used create lists of copyrights. The new algorithm will include previously
missed copyrights, remove comment characters and make the entries more readable by replacing
escaped character codes with real characters.

• Copyright lists which are now sorted alphabetically and removal of duplicate entries from the lists.

• More customizations for the Notices File report, including the ability to exclude license text and license
data. The Notice File report now also includes a section displaying the selected options used when
generating the content.

• A new Copyrights page in the Systems Settings which allows you to configure global copyright settings
for SBOM and Notice File reports. Options include the ability to merge identical copyrights with different
dates, remove copyright statements that do not include a date, or use a standard copyright tag.

Improved Notices File report

The Notice File report has been enhanced with the addition of home page URLs and clearer details when
pertaining to components without a copyright. Starting in 2024.7.0, components without copyrights will
display "No Copyrights found".

Binary matching for versionless components via fuzzy match

Binary Matching introduces new capabilities into Black Duck for identifying component versions from binary
scans. This technique leverages a new SaaS matching service for binary scanning, identifying the closest
component version match or matches when an exact match is not found through binary analysis. Match
scores for component versions range from 4 (lowest score) to 100 (highest score).

This update also adds support for fuzzy match APIs. Binary matches that utilize fuzzy match component
versions will show their respective match score and how many alternative matches were found. The scoring
formula is sophisticated and further enhancements to this matching process will be implemented as part
ongoing KnowledgeBase improvements along with ways to highlight the best possible match on the BOM.

Updated maximum binary scan size

We have increased the maximum size of binaries that can be scanned from 5GB to 20GB. This change
addresses security restrictions in the Black Duck hosted environment, ensuring we maintain robust security
while allowing the scanning of larger binaries.

Updated scan BOM Import Log

We have optimized the BOM Import Log for better performance and reduced storage costs:

• Records of missing, not found, or mapped licenses will no longer be recorded in the BOM import log.

• Only the most recent BOM import log will be retained.

These improvements streamline the logging process and focus on the most relevant data, ensuring a more
efficient use of resources.

Updated project creation process

The project creation process has been updated as follows:
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• If SCM Integration is not enabled on your server, clicking the Create Project button brings you directly to
the create project form. There is no change in this circumstance.

• If SCM Integration is enabled, clicking the Create Project button now shows a dropdown with the
options, Standard Project and SCM Project. Clicking Standard Project will bring the user to the create
project form. While clicking SCM Project will bring the user to the SCM Server selection page.

Updated component_vulnerability table in the Reporting view

A new remediation_updated_at field has been added to the component_vulnerability table. This
field records the date when the triage status of a vulnerability was last updated.

Binary scans migration to protobuf format

Traditional jsonid binary scans have been migrated to protobuf format introduced in 2023.10.0 for all scans
with BDBA. No action is required to update your environment due to this migration, and scan results will
remain unaffected.

scans allow you to get access to enhanced malware and threat intel data via our  partnership. Using
complex binary analysis powered by , developers and DevOps teams can analyze first party, open source,
and commercial software to identify the presence of threats such as malware, maldocs, suspicious files,
potentially unwanted applications (PUAs), protestware, and suspicious file structure malformations to help
avoid dangerous software supply chain attacks.

New Unmatched component auto-creation

In an SBOM management workflow, the SBOM is the input and all of the components included in the
SBOM need to be persisted in the SBOM management solution so that visibility isn't lost, regardless if
there is a match to the KnowledgeBase. This feature provides the option to automatically create unmatched
components in the BOM with custom components of the same name in an SBOM import as long as the
component has an associated PURL in the SBOM.

In addition, you also have the ability to configure the default license applied to auto-created components
where the SBOM license tag value is NOASSERTION.

New SBOM templates

SBOM Templates is a new feature that effectively replaces and enhances the ability to determine what
is included in an SBOM report. The SBOM Template allows users to select which of those fields they
want to include in the generated SBOM as well as some other configuration items like whether to include
vulnerability info (for CycloneDX) or Dev/Build tools. SBOM templates can then be selected when creating
SBOM reports to generate desired outputs.

Please note, some SBOM field configurations were moved from project group settings to the SBOM
template configuration. Customers are encouraged to review and configure SBOM templates after
upgrading to Black Duck 2024.4.0 before generating new SBOM reports.
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Added new CLI command line option for project groups

You can now add the --project-group option to the Signature Scan command line which sets the
'Project Group' to assign the project to. If the project doesn't already exist, a new project will be created in
the corresponding project group.

This parameter has no effect if the project already exists or if the specified project group does not exist.

Added support for CycloneDX 1.5

You can now export the Software Bill of Materials report for your projects in CycloneDX v1.5 format. This
can be done by viewing a project version, clicking the Reports tab, clicking the Create Report button,
and then selecting CycloneDX v1.5 - JSON.

Enhanced SBOM import error handling

SBOM import error handling has been improved to provide better visibility as to why an SBOM import may
have failed, including specific lines/fields that failed the validation. In addition, you can export the failure
to a log file so that it can be researched outside of the Black Duck UI and re-import attempted after the
necessary updates have been made to the SBOM.

Updated method of setting HUB_MAX_MEMORY

Starting with Black Duck 2024.4.0, the configuration parameter HUB_MAX_MEMORY is automatically set
for relevant containers in Kubernetes-based deployments. The value is computed as a percentage of the
memory limit, with 90% being the default. In the gen04 deployment sizings, the hubMaxMemory setting has
been replaced with maxRamPercentage to control the percentage used; the values for this setting were
chosen so that HUB_MAX_MEMORY has the same values as before.

This change does not apply to Swarm-based deployments.

Updated match score confidence for components imported via SBOM

When viewing a project version's BOM where components were imported from a SBOM file, the match
score displayed will always be 100% and the match type will indicate SBOM as the origin.

Updated binary match type results with BDBA package manager support

Previously, all container and binary scans produced a single binary match type. With the expanded package
manager support from BDBA, we can now identify additional match types based on the BDBA matching
method. As a result, you will see changes in your BOM, with components identified through binary and
container scanning gaining or changing their match types.

Removal of upload-cache service

Encryption is now handled by the Black Duck secrets encryption libraries and key rotation mechanisms.
As a result, the recover_master_key.sh and bd_get_source_upload_master_key.sh scripts for
handling SEAL_KEY changes have been removed.

Also, uploaded source files used by the Source tab in Black Duck are not migrated. If needed, you can
rescan the source in an existing or new, temporary project. Note that source uploads must still be explicitly
enabled with ENABLE_SOURCE_UPLOADS (default false) and are still deleted automatically to meet the
MAX_TOTAL_SOURCE_SIZE_MB (default 4G) and DATA_RETENTION_IN_DAYS (default 180 days)
configuration settings.

NOTE: Uploaded source code will not be migrated by default and migration scripts are not included as part
of the Black Duck 2024.1.0 release. Please contact Black Duck Support if you require your uploaded source
code migrated as part of your upgrade.

New SCM repository auto-scanning

Updated deep license data management for snippet component matches

Customers leveraging Deep License Data (DLD) and snippet matching together can now configure their
projects to see deep license risk appearing for files present in the components found in their code.

The feature has been broken up into two separate functions:
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• Apply Deep License Data to Bill of Materials: Enabling this checkbox will apply deep license data
to your non-snippet components and allow visibility to embedded licenses which may exist in your
components beyond declared licenses.

• Apply Deep License Data to Snippet Component Matches: If enabled, component snippet matches
are included in the deep license data calculation.

Enhanced license conflict management for project hierarchies

Previously, license conflicts were calculated only from a single project license and did not factor in project
hierarchies. With Black Duck 2024.1.0, subprojects within the parent project will now also factor in the
calculation.

Hierarchical licence conflicts are enabled by default with Black Duck 2024.1.0 but can be configured in your
environment. However, license conflict information is not automatically enabled. System Administrators
must enable the Legal and License Conflicts tab to view license conflicts. Use the project's Settings tabs to
enable the feature for current projects.

Enhanced component vulnerability history graph

The Vulnerability History graph displayed on a component's page now includes data for vulnerabilities of
unknown origin.

Enhanced Kubernetes probes for SCA

Improvements have been made to the readiness probes used in Kubernetes environments:

• A new startupProbe has been added to verify whether the application within a container is started. The
startupProbe runs before any other probe, and, unless it finishes successfully, disables other probes.

• The readinessProbe now starts checking after a 30 second initial delay (from 240 seconds) and checks
every 10 seconds (from 30 seconds). It also allows for 15 failures before a restart is issued.

• The livenessProbes now checks every 10 seconds (from 30 seconds).

• New toggles for startupProbe and readinessProbes have been added. A unique flag has been added to
control each probe.

Enhanced on-demand job retries

On-demand jobs previously attempted to retry three times before finally failing which, in some cases,
could lead to situations where a job that is known to fail would continue to re-run and consume system
resources. We have refined this approach by disabling retries by default so that jobs kicked off by the
periodic scheduler retry when the corresponding check job runs again.

Please note that this change does not affect report jobs. Report jobs will retry as normal.

Change to the upload cache for source code upload

NOTE: This change was part of Black Duck 2023.10.0 and was not clearly communicated at the time.

In Black Duck 2023.4.2, a workaround was added for users running on AWS to deal with an issue where
uploading source files and using the license search feature was not working due to file system latency and
spawning of multiple du processes.

This issue was resolved in Black Duck 2023.10.0 with an architectural change to how Black Duck uses
the upload cache and storage service. The upload cache is no longer used for the source code upload
functionality in Black Duck therefore the root cause problem was eliminated with the new architectural model
of the source code upload via the storage service.

Security Advisory for curl and libcurl (CVE-2023-38545, CVE-2023-38546)

Black Duck is aware of the security issue relating to curl and libcurl which was disclosed by the maintainer
and original creator of the project on October 3, 2023.

CVE-2023-38545 impacts curl versions 7.69.0 through and including 8.3.0 and addresses a buffer overflow
flaw that impacts both libcurl and the curl command line tool. The overflow can occur during a SOCKS5
handshake. If the handshake is slow, a user-supplied, unusually long hostname may not be resolved,
and instead be copied into a target buffer for which it may exceed the allocated size. Heap-based buffer
overflows such as these are known to lead to crashes, data corruption, and even arbitrary code execution.

CVE-2023-38546 is associated with a cookie injection flaw, but curl maintainers suggest that the series
of conditions that must be met makes the likelihood of exploitation low. The versions impacted by this
vulnerability are 7.9.1 through and including 8.3.0. Upgrading to curl 8.4.0 resolves the issue. Users are
also advised to call curl_easy_setopt(cloned_curl, CURLOPT_COOKIELIST, "ALL"); after every call to
curl_easy_duphandle();.

We believe that there is limited exposure to Black Duck’ products, services and systems. To the extent we
have had exposure, we have upgraded to the latest version of curl to remediate the situation.

PostgreSQL 14 container migration

Black Duck 2023.10.0 supports upgrading from versions using either the PostgreSQL 11 container (versions
2022.2.0 through and including 2022.7.x) or the PostgreSQL 13 container (versions 2022.10.0 through and
including 2023.7.x). During installation, the blackduck-postgres-upgrader container will migrate the
existing database to PostgreSQL 14 and then exit upon completion.

Customers with non-core PG extensions are STRONGLY encouraged to uninstall them before migrating and
reinstall them after the migration completes successfully; otherwise, the migration is likely to fail.

Customers with replication set up will need to follow the instructions in the pg_upgrade documentation
BEFORE they migrate. If the preparations described there are not made, the migration will likely succeed,
but the replication setup will break.

Customers not using the Black Duck-supplied PostgreSQL image will not be affected.

NOTE: Starting with 2023.10.0, Black Duck will only support direct upgrades from Black Duck versions
that use the PostgreSQL 11 or PostgreSQL 13 containers (i.e., all Black Duck versions between 2022.2.0
and 2023.7.x inclusive). Users of the Black Duck-provided PG container upgrading from older Black Duck
versions (i.e., all Black Duck versions prior to 2022.2.0) will require a 2-step upgrade: upgrade to 2023.7.x
and then upgrade to 2023.10.x.
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IMPORTANT: Before starting the migration:

• Ensure that you have an extra 10% disk space to avoid unexpected issues arising from disk usage due
to the data copying of system catalogs.

• Review root directory space and volume mounts to avoid running out of disk space as this can cause
Linux system disruptions.

For Kubernetes and OpenShift users:

• On plain Kubernetes, the postgres-upgrader init container within the PostgreSQL pod will run as
root. However, the only requirement is that the container runs as the same UID as the owner of the
PostgreSQL data volume.

• On OpenShift, the postgres-upgrader init container assumes that it will run with the same UID as the
owner of the PostgreSQL data volume.

For Swarm users:

• The migration is completely automatic; no extra actions are needed beyond those for a standard Black
Duck upgrade.

• The blackduck-postgres-upgrader container MUST run as root.

• On subsequent Black Duck restarts, blackduck-postgres-upgrader will determine that no
migration is needed and immediately exit.

End of support for PostgreSQL 13

Support for PostgreSQL 13 has ended with Black Duck 2023.10.0. Please refer to the PostgreSQL Upgrade
Schedule page for more information.

End of life for Black Duckctl

As of the 2023.7.0 release, Black Duckctl will no longer be supported and there will be no more updates.
Documentation for Black Duckctl can be found at https://github.com/blackducksoftware/hub/tree/master/
kubernetes/blackduck.

Please note that this announcement was accidentally left out of the Black Duck 2023.7.0 release notes.

Upgrade restrictions for PostgreSQL container users

Black Duck 2023.10.0 now only support direct upgrades from Black Duck versions that use the PostgreSQL
11 or PostgreSQL 13 containers (i.e., all Black Duck versions between 2022.2.0 and 2023.7.x inclusive).
Users of the Black Duck-provided PG container upgrading from older Black Duck versions (i.e., all Black
Duck versions prior to 2022.2.0) will require a 2-step upgrade: upgrade to 2023.7.x and then upgrade to
2023.10.x.

Documentation localization

The 2023.7.0 version of the UI have been localized to Japanese and Simplified Chinese. The localized
formats for the online help and release notes will be available in an upcoming release.

New and changed features

New GitHub SCM repository scanning and read-only BOM

You can now integrate Black Duck with your GitHub repository, to quickly and easily gain visibility across all
the repositories in GitHub, as well as the ability to add as a project version BOM in Black Duck.
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You can now do the following:

• Add selected main repositories as a new project in Black Duck: This allows users to quickly view
the security and policy violation of the GitHub repository.

• Run scans at will: You can trigger a scan from the Black Duck version page that is mapped to the
repository, to find any new problems in your current libraries, for example to find critical zero-day
vulnerabilities quickly. The result of this scan creates a lighter, read-only BOM which provides a quick
overview of your repository detailing the components and licenses found, and any vulnerabilities
associated to those components.

Please note that this feature is currently only supported for Hosted Black Duck customers. SCM integration
utilizes a service that runs strictly within a Kubernetes environment, either native or Kubernetes in Docker
(KinD). The helm charts will need to be used to install Black Duck to use this feature.

New scan auto-unmapping management page

You can now manage when scans are scheduled to be unmapped from inactive project versions. They need
to meet the project version phase and inactivity time conditions, and will only be unmapped after the grace
period. The Scan Auto-Unmapping page is found in Black Duck by clicking the Admin button → System
Settings → Data Retention → Scan Auto-Unmapping.

New Automatic Scan Retry Header support for Black Duck Detect

A new Retry-After header has been added in the 429 response for Detect to know when to attempt a rate
limited scan again. The following properties have been added to the blackduck-config.env file:

BLACKDUCK_USE_QUEUE_RATE_LIMITING: Set to true to enable queue base rate limiting in your
environment. Default value is false.

BLACKDUCK_INITIAL_RATE_LIMIT_DURATION_BRACKET_THRESHOLD_MINUTES: dictates the duration
the system must be rate limiting before the system moves from the first retry duration to the second retry
duration.

BLACKDUCK_RATE_LIMIT_DURATION_THRESHOLD_BRACKET_INCREMENT_MINUTES: Dictates the
duration that the system will stay in a rate limiting bracket before going to the next retry duration and
multiplier.

BLACKDUCK_INITIAL_RETRY_DURATION_MINUTES: The initial duration of the Retry-After header in the
first rate limiting bracket.

BLACKDUCK_RETRY_DURATION_MULTIPLIER_MINUTES: The amount to multiply the Retry-After Duration
by each time the system reaches a new rate limit duration bracket.

New runtime threshold environment variable

You can now configure the threshold to determine long running jobs by adding the following variable to your
blackduck-config.env file:

• BLACKDUCK_DEFAULT_JOB_RUNTIME_THRESHOLD_HOURS={value in hours}

The default value for this environment variable is 24 hours.

New Include Subprojects option for reports

You can now choose to include subprojects by checking the new Include Subproject checkbox in the report
generation dialog box when creating the following reports:

• Notices File

• SBOM
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• Version Details

Please note that this feature is enabled by default and subprojects were already included in report
generation previous to this change. This feature now explicitly allows you to configure this functionality.

New Transitive Upgrade Guidance

Please note that this feature was added in Black Duck 2023.1.0 and was accidentally left out of the release
notes for that version.

The simplest way to resolve security risk is to upgrade the version of the used component with fewer
vulnerabilities. It is easier to do for components used as direct match. It is more difficult to mitigate or
remove component vulnerabilities brought in as transitive dependencies without understanding what root
direct dependency brought in that component. The goal of this feature is more simply and directly provide
transitive upgrade guidance to provide a better developer experience and more clear call to action.

Enhanced Black Duck Secure Container (BDSC)

Black Duck introduces a new type of container image scan and project view to simplify managing the risk
from container images. The container project can show the aggregated BOM and risk, but it also provides
a way to view risk layer by layer, including separating risk from the base imagine or OS and the application
layers. In addition, we've added support for viewing where and when components are added or removed in
a layer.

Additionally, the Black Duck KnowledgeBase will expand its inventory to cover Docker Hub base container
images and layer by layer component details to enable Black Duck to focus is scanning on the client
container.

The existing Black Duck container image scanning as part of signature scanning, binary scanning, and
Docker Inspector has not changed and will continue to be supported. The new container image scanning
feature and project view will improve the user experience for managing risk found in containers enabling
customers to manage the risk by container layer.

Please note that in order to take advantage of this feature, you must have Black Duck Secure Container
(BDSC) enabled on your product registration key. Customers with a Black Duck Binary Analysis integrated
subscription will have this included in their license.

Enhanced license risk aggregation - Limited customer availability

Prior to this enhancement, license risk from subprojects were not tracked or viewable within parent projects.
This presented the possibility that license risk could be missed when using subproject hierarchies. Now,
when you enable this feature, the License Risk displayed for a subproject in your project's BOM will be
determined by the subproject's license risk and the highest license risk of its components.

Note that this feature is not general available and it not enabled by default. Enhanced license risk
aggregation will be made generally available in an upcoming Black Duck release and will be enabled by
default at that time.

Enhanced SBOM Import Component Visibility

You now have the ability to identify which components originated as a result of the SBOM import vs. other
types of identification/scans or other imported SBOMs. In the Project Version's Source tab, you can identify
the SBOM type (SPDX or CycloneDX), when the SBOM was imported, who supplied the SBOM, and the
version of the tool used to create the SBOM.
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Enhanced Component Versions page

The Component Versions page now more clearly displays what you are looking as far as security risk based
on the scoring system priority set by System Administrator. The table now indicates if a component version
has other vulnerabilities and how many that comes from another scoring system, such as CVSS v2.

Enhanced Jobs page functionality

The Processing tab of the Jobs pages will now display a warning icon next to jobs that are running longer
than normal. You can also filter this page on Long Running jobs to display a list of these jobs.

In addition, new Prometheus metrics are available for users to see any jobs that are running longer than
usual on the system.

Scanning hardware requirements changes

Black Duck 2023.10.0 sees a number of changes in scanning hardware requirements therefore Black Duck
customers must update their environments and allocate additional hardware resources where necessary per
the guidance below. Please see Black Duck Hardware Scaling Guidelines to stay up-to-date when changes
are made to these recommendations.

Announcements

Security Advisory for curl and libcurl (CVE-2023-38545, CVE-2023-38546)

Black Duck is aware of the security issue relating to curl and libcurl which was disclosed by the maintainer
and original creator of the project on October 3, 2023.

CVE-2023-38545 impacts curl versions 7.69.0 through and including 8.3.0 and addresses a buffer overflow
flaw that impacts both libcurl and the curl command line tool. The overflow can occur during a SOCKS5
handshake. If the handshake is slow, a user-supplied, unusually long hostname may not be resolved,
and instead be copied into a target buffer for which it may exceed the allocated size. Heap-based buffer
overflows such as these are known to lead to crashes, data corruption, and even arbitrary code execution.

CVE-2023-38546 is associated with a cookie injection flaw, but curl maintainers suggest that the series
of conditions that must be met makes the likelihood of exploitation low. The versions impacted by this
vulnerability are 7.9.1 through and including 8.3.0. Upgrading to curl 8.4.0 resolves the issue. Users are
also advised to call curl_easy_setopt(cloned_curl, CURLOPT_COOKIELIST, "ALL"); after every call to
curl_easy_duphandle();.

We believe that there is limited exposure to Black Duck’ products, services and systems. To the extent we
have had exposure, we have upgraded to the latest version of curl to remediate the situation.

Black Duck now supports and recommends PostgreSQL 15 for new installations that use external
PostgreSQL. PostgreSQL 15 is not yet supported on Azure Database for PostgreSQL, therefore Black Duck
recommends PostgreSQL 14 Flexible Server for users of that environment.

Migrating to Black Duck 2023.7.x does not require migration to PostgreSQL 15.

No action is required for users of the internal PostgreSQL container.

Encryption of report object types

Black Duck 2023.7.0 now marks report objects stored in the object store as sensitive, making them eligible
to be encrypted at rest in the FILE volume where they are persisted. In order for them to be encrypted, Black
Duck Crypto must be enabled in your environment with appropriate secrets provided. The following behavior
changes will apply based on your environment's Black Duck Crypto setting:

For environments without Black Duck Crypto enabled at the time of upgrade to 2023.7.0

All existing reports and all new reports will remain unencrypted on disk - but marked as sensitive. If Black
Duck Crypto is enabled later on, these objects will be encrypted in the background in order to comply with
their sensitive nature.

For environments with Black Duck Crypto already enabled at the time of upgrade to 2023.7.0

If you have already enabled Black Duck Crypto, the existing reports will remain unencrypted and all new
reports will be encrypted. If you need to force everything to be encrypted, set the environment variable
SYNOPSYS_CRYPTO_ROTATE_RESOURCES_ON_STARTUP=true which will force the system to rotate the
internal key and re-encrypt everything, including the old unencrypted reports.

Encryption for storage service objects

Sensitive objects stored in object storage FILE volumes will be encrypted at rest if Black Duck Crypto is
enabled.

Updated Jobs page

The Jobs page has been redesigned to improve usability and scalabilty of the information displayed. The
Jobs page has been broken down into three tabs:

• Finished: Displays all completed jobs, sucessful or failed.

• Scheduled: Displays all jobs scheduled to run in your environment.

• Processing: Displays all jobs currently in progress.
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New Unmatched Origins management page

You can now more easily manage origin IDs that Black Duck identified during a package scan but could not
be mapped to a component version. From the Unmatched Origins page, you can add or remove mappings
to custom components which will then be added to subsequent package manager scans. The Unmatched
Origins page can be reached by clicking Manage > Unmatched Origins.

In addition, you can now manage origin IDs mapped to custom components on their component version
page.

Matching to custom components requires the use of Detect 7 or higher and is currently only supported for
package manager scans.

Enhanced Notices File report

New options that can be added to the Notices File report:

• Deep License Data: Deep licenses discovered via component origin. Only available if deep licenses are
enabled for the project.

New SBOM report fields

The SPDX version of the SBOM report now includes two new optional fields:

• Package Comment: General comments about the package being described.

• Package Valid Until Date: The end of the support period for a package from the supplier.

You must first activate these fields under Manage > SBOM > BOM Component. Once enabled, you can
update them by navigating to the project version's BOM, clicking the options button at the end of the
component's row, and then selecting SBOM Fields.

Updated BOM filter label

The Match Status filter on the Component tab of the BOM project version page was ambiguously named.
This filter only applies to snippet matches therefore the name was changed to Snippet Match Status to
correctly capture that very specific use case.

Enhanced logging information

Added logging information (auth container) when a user logs in using username/password for both
successful and failed logins.

Updated permission access for reports containing deleted projects

Access permission to reports have been updated where if one of the projects has been deleted, users can
access if they have permission for all the remaining projects in the report (that haven't been deleted), or
global project read access as part of their user role. Users not falling into either category above will not be
able to access the report.

Enhanced Version Details report

The Version Details report now includes updates for sub-projects:

Removal of PUT /api/settings/data-retention

As mentioned in the 2023.4.0 release notes, PUT /api/settings/data-retention was
deprecated in favor of PATCH /api/settings/data-retention and would return a HTTP 405
METHOD_NOT_ALLOWED error message when invoked. It has now been completely removed in Black
Duck 2023.7.0 and will now return a HTTP 404 NOT_FOUND error message if used.

Deprecation of GET api/external-config/detect-uri

The GET api/external-config/detect-uri API request has been deprecated and replaced by GET
api/settings/detect. Users can still use the old API while it is deprecated.

Upgrading to 2023.4.0 for Azure PostgreSQL users

If you are upgrading or installing using Azure PostgreSQL, a database administrator will need to enable
installation of the hstore PostgreSQL extension before installing or upgrading to 2023.4.0 or later.

Moved pgcrypto extension into the st schema

Starting with Black Duck 2023.4.0, the pgcypto PostgreSQL extension is moved from the public schema
into the st schema. If you are upgrading, using an external PostgreSQL instance, and the blackduck
database user is not a superuser, you will need to relocate the extension manually with:
alter extension pgcrypto set schema st ;

In all other cases, the move is performed automatically.

Removed MAX_CONCURRENT_JOBS from use in jobrunner

MAX_CONCURRENT_JOBS was deprecated in Black Duck 2022.10.x and has been removed in this
release. Please refer to the Swarm and Kubernetes installation guides for assistance with configuring the
newer mechanisms.

Deprecation of KBMATCH_SENDPATH in MaaS enabled systems

Match as a Service (MaaS) is now generally available with Black Duck 2023.4.0 and is enabled by default
for new customers and will become standard for all existing customers. As a result of this update, the option
to disable sending file path metadata to the KnowledgeBase for matching, KBMATCH_SENDPATH, is being
removed in an upcoming Black Duck release.

Customers wanting to continue using this option will need to contact Black Duck support to have MaaS
disabled for their Black Duck registration keys.

Upcoming end of support for Docker 18.09.x and 19.03.x

With Black Duck 2023.10.0, the BDBA container will be required to perform container scanning. This means
customers who currently perform container scans in Black Duck but do not have BDBA deployed with their
Black Duck instance will need to allocate additional hardware resources per our guidance for the 2023.10.0
release to make use of the new container scanning functionality.

New SBOM upload functionality

The Scans page in Black Duck has been updated to separate the possible file types accepted when upload
a report. When clicking the Upload File button, you can select from BDIO Scan, SBOM-SPDX, and SBOM-
CycloneDX.

New BOM match score functionality

When we run signature scans, sometimes there is ambiguity in what we match. We might match a particular
component and version, but there are multiple others that could match as well.

New in 2023.4.0, BOMs for your project versions will display a new column containing components' match
score. The higher the match score, the more sure we can be that the matched component is in fact the
component and version that we think.

You can configure how the match score thresholds are calculated in Admin > System Settings > Component
Match Score. By configuring your match score thresholds, you can reduce ambiguous and low percentage
matches, resulting in fewer false positives that will be displayed in your match results. Please note that
configuring the thresholds too high might result in losing true positives in your match results.

As a result of improvements made with the new match ambiguity logic, you might see different results when
viewing your BOMs.

New centralized Black Duck Detect hosting and version management

Black Duck now offers a new means to connect with Black Duck Detect to better suit your needs; Black
Duck Hosted. This method works best with non-airgapped customers who want Blackduck to manage the
version of Detect to use. In system settings, Black Duck will provide a dropdown list of major Detect versions
and their latest exact versions from which you can select to perform your scans.

New Artifactory Integration functionality

Black Duck 2023.4.0 now allows Kubernetes users using JFrog Artifactory to do both Binary and Docker
Image/Container scans on their artifacts, extending the signature scan supported in the earlier phase.
Currently, we support two deployment options: Full on-premise and Hybrid. Please see the Kubernetes
install guide for deployment requirements and instructions.

New scan rate limiting on all scan ingress endpoints

Based on heap memory, if the scan container uses more than 80% of the available allocated heap
(HUB_MAX_MEMORY), it waits until the heap usage reaches 60% before allowing scans through again.
The container will also allow one scan through every 300 seconds per (which is the default value of
blackduck.scan.ingress.scanPassThroughIntervalSecs), even if the rate limiting is enabled and
active.

New Black Duck storage container

Added in Black Duck 2023.1.0, a new storage service was introduced which enables you to move static
files, such as SBOMs and other reports, to persistent storage, which frees up the database and enables
scan performance and scalability enhancements.
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NOTE: This item was accidentally left out of the Black Duck 2023.1.0 release notes.

New configuration of custom volumes for Blackduck Storage

Starting in 2023.4.0, the storage container may be configured to use up to three (3) volumes for the storage
of file based objects. In addition, the configuration can be set up to migrate objects from one volume to
another. The backup scripts hub_create_data_dump.sh and hub_db_migrate.sh have been updated
to save the file provider volume accordingly.

New filtering support for heatmaps

You can now filter the data displayed in the heatmap. Filtering options include code location ID, code
location name, project name, scan data, scan status, scan type, and version name.

The heatmap can be found in Black Duck by clicking the Admin button and then selecting Heatmaps
in the Diagnostics section.

Security Advisory for OpenSSL versions 3.0.0 to 3.0.6

On November 1, 2022, the OpenSSL Project disclosed the following high severity vulnerabilities present in
OpenSSL 3.0.x.

The nature of both vulnerabilities allows a buffer overrun which can be triggered in X.509 certificate
verification, specifically in name constraint checking. Note that this occurs after certificate chain signature
verification and requires either a CA to have signed the malicious certificate or for the application to continue
certificate verification despite failure to construct a path to a trusted issuer.

CVE-2022-3602: An attacker can craft a malicious email address to overflow four attacker-controlled bytes
on the stack. This buffer overflow could result in a crash (causing a denial of service) or potentially remote
code execution.

CVE-2022-3786: An attacker can craft a malicious email address in a certificate to overflow an arbitrary
number of bytes containing the `.' character (decimal 46) on the stack. This buffer overflow could result in a
crash (causing a denial of service).

Currently, Black Duck believes there is limited exposure to Black Duck SIG products, services, and systems.
To the extent we have had exposure, we have applied mitigations that prevent attempted exploitation.

The binary scanner (BDBA) has been updated to version 2022.9.2 which includes an upgrade to OpenSSL
3.0.7 in response to the high severity vulnerabilities. Customers running 2022.10.0 without BDBA do not
need to upgrade.

PostgreSQL 11 deprecation

Support for running Black Duck on PostgreSQL 11 has ended with the 2022.10.0 release. Starting with this
release, attempting to run Black Duck with PostgreSQL 11 will generate an error and Black Duck will fail to
start.

PostgreSQL 13 container migration

Black Duck 2022.10.0 has migrated its PostgreSQL image from version 11 to version 13 and supports
upgrading from versions using either the PostgreSQL 9.6 container (versions 4.2 through and including
2021.10.x) or the PostgreSQL 11 container (versions 2022.2.0 through and including 2022.7.x). During
installation, the blackduck-postgres-upgrader container will migrate the existing database to
PostgreSQL 13 and then exit upon completion.

Customers with non-core PG extensions are STRONGLY encouraged to uninstall them before migrating and
reinstall them after the migration completes successfully; otherwise, the migration is likely to fail.

Customers with replication set up will need to follow the instructions in the pg_upgrade documentation
BEFORE they migrate. If the preparations described there are not made, the migration will likely succeed,
but the replication setup will break.

Customers not using the Black Duck-supplied PostgreSQL image will not be affected.

IMPORTANT: Before starting the migration:

• Ensure that you have an extra 10% disk space to avoid unexpected issues arising from disk usage due
to the data copying of system catalogs.

• Review root directory space and volume mounts to avoid running out of disk space as this can cause
Linux system disruptions.

For Kubernetes and OpenShift users:

• On plain Kubernetes, the container of the upgrade job will run as root. However, the only requirement is
that the job runs as the same UID as the owner of the PostgreSQL data volume.
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• On OpenShift, the upgrade job assumes that it will run with the same UID as the owner of the
PostgreSQL data volume.

For Swarm users:

• The migration is completely automatic; no extra actions are needed beyond those for a standard Black
Duck upgrade.

• The blackduck-postgres-upgrader container MUST run as root in order to make the layout and
UID changes described above.

PostgreSQL 9.6 deprecation

As previously announced, support for running Black Duck on PostgreSQL 9.6 ended with the 2021.6.0
release of Black Duck. Starting with the 2022.7.0 release of Black Duck, attempting to run Black Duck with
PostgreSQL 9.6 will generate an error, and Black Duck will fail to start.

Detect 8.x is tentatively targeted for release
in May/June 2022 which aligns with Black Duck 2022.7.0 release and this deprecation release note. This will
give customers a one year period to upgrade Detect in alignment to the future sunset date.

PostgreSQL 14 support for external databases

Black Duck now supports and recommends PostgreSQL 14 for new installations that use external
PostgreSQL. Migrating to Black Duck 2022.7.x does not require migration to PostgreSQL 14.

No action is required for users of the internal PostgreSQL container.

Note:  Due to an index corruption bug in PostgreSQL 14.0 through 14.3, the minimum supported
version of PostgreSQL 14 is 14.4.

Split of super user role into Admin domain roles

Currently, any Black Duck user with the Super User role can create/amend the permissions of all users such
that they can assign the system administrator role to any user including their own user. This leads to any
Super User having the ability to gain complete access and control of the Black Duck instance, including the
SysAdmin role. This appears as a privilege escalation defect however the role is functioning as intended.

In order to prevent this scenario, the Super User role has been removed and new roles have been created
to handle various responsibilities formerly associated to it: Global Project Administrator, Global Project
Group Administrator, User Administrator and Custom Field Administrator. Additional information on these
new roles can be found in the Black Duck Help.

New Infrastructure as Code (IaC) issues display

Applications are not just the application code, the infrastructure and deployment methods are a critical
component for ensuring application security. IaC is therefore being used to automate this deployment and
setup of applications in different cloud and on-prem environments. These configuration options play a
key role in ensuring application security and are particularly important for containerised or service based
applications.

Now with Black Duck 2022.7.0, you can now see IaC issues when viewing the BOM of a project's version
page if the scan included IaC. The information displayed will provide you with information needed to take
action on any potential issues found in your code.

Please note that to run IaC scans, you must meet the following operating system requirements and have
Detect 7.14 or later.

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Improved robustness for scan CLI

Scan CLI has been improved to prevent hanging when it completes on the server by introducing a retry
mechanism. This means that scans will complete and upload normally even after Hub, scan, or nginx
services restart.

New support for bulk comments for a project version components

This new feature provides the ability to add bulk comments to ease user review and curation of the BOM.
For example, instead of applying comments to components individually, you can select any number of
components on the project version page and add a comment to the selected items simultaneously.

New automated API access token purging

This new feature will allow User Administrators of the Black Duck system to better maintain and control
access to Black Duck via access tokens by setting up a schedule to automatically purge inactive access
tokens. This functionality can be found on the new Admin > Access Tokens page. You can also manually
curate all existing access tokens as well through this page.

Increased binary scan container memory allocation

In order to prevent binary scans failures, we have increased the binary scan container memory from 2GB to
4GB.

Enhanced Policy Rule user experience

When creating or editing a policy, the Component Conditions will now display instructions to clarify how to
add or exclude a component version to a policy when the "in" or "not in" operators are used.

Updated Black Duck KnowledgeBase search

The Find > Black Duck KnowledgeBase page has had some minor changes to its appearance and how
the results are displayed after performing a search.

In the earlier releases, Black Duck KnowledgeBase searches displayed Black Duck projects and Custom
Components along with KnowledgeBase components in the result set. Starting with 2022.7.0, Black Duck
KnowledgeBase searches return only KnowledgeBase Component data. In order to search for Custom
Components, users should leverage the Components search tab. To search for Black Duck projects, users
should use the Projects search tab.

In addition, the Component Source filters on the Black Duck KnowledgeBase page (Custom Components
and Black Duck Projects) have been removed.

Enhanced KnowledgeBase update job tasks

Previously, tasks that made up a KnowledgeBase update job (component, component version, license, NVD
vulnerability, and BDSA vulnerability) were run in preset order. If the component task failed, subsequent
tasks would not be executed. New to 2022.7.0, a continuation mechanism has been introduced that
manages failed tasks, which prevents the blocking of the execution of subsequent tasks.

Additionally, this provides better optics from a jobs page perspective as long as some detail is present on
why a specific task failed.

When viewing your
project, project versions protected from Automatic Data Removal will have a lock icon displayed at the end
of its row.

Updated Software Bill of Materials (SBOM) Report type and export formats

You can now export the Software Bill of Materials report for your projects in CycloneDX v1.4 format. The
CycloneDX v1.4 format includes security vulnerability information; BDSA records will now be included along
with NVD records.

The report type (SPDX, CycloneDX v1.3, or CycloneDX v1.4) will also be included in the report name to
better identify the type used after report generation.

In addition, new report formats are available when generating a SBOM report. You can now select from
JSON, YAML, RDF, and tag:value as an output for your report.

New database partition job

The Journal table is now partitioned by months. The first partition is special and contains all existing journal
events. The JournalPartitionMaintenanceJob job creates new database partitions for the project audit trails
and drops old partitions and Journal events older than 5 years.

Scan state/status refactoring

Previously, scan status was a design combination of scan state and scan progress which does not work well
in the current queue-based scan architecture. The new approach will provide a state and then a way to track
the progress of the scan as it progresses through the system. This approach should be flexible enough so
the traditional scan architecture can be retrofitted so a single approach is used. State should remain in the
database, while progress, being transient and updated more frequently should be moved to cache.

To the extent we have had exposure, we have applied mitigations that prevent attempted exploitation.
We have completed all internal investigations and the results of those investigations can be found in the
“Product Status” section of our Community advisory page.

Finally, to be clear, the previously mentioned investigation is focused exclusively on CVE-2022-22965
(Spring Framework) and should not be confused with CVE-2022-22963 (Spring Cloud Function).

At the time of publication, Black Duck has not identified any exposure to CVE-2022-22963 (tracked in the
Black Duck Hub KnowledgeBase™ as BDSA-2022-0850) in SIG products. If new details become available
which change this evaluation, a separate advisory for CVE-2022-22963 will be published.

Upgrading to Black Duck 2022.4.0
Please note that upgrading to Black Duck 2022.4.0 may take longer than expected due to the execution of
migration scripts and other new processes introduced in this version. More details can be found in the New
and Changed Features section below.

Resource Guidance Changes
The default resource settings have updated and the recommended settings have increased for all scan
volumes. The previous resource settings are still available and have been moved to new directories as
described below, but their use is discouraged.

Please note, the exact possible scan throughput will vary based on your scan size, type and composition.
However, we used this breakdown in our internal testing to gather the information in the table below:

• 50% full signature scans

• 40% full package manager scans

• 10% developer package manager scans

Container resource limits
Starting with Black Duck 2022.4.0, all containers will have resource limits set, whereas previously, some
containers did not. For example, previous resource allocations did not set a CPU limit for the bomengine
container, so it could use CPU disproportionate to the containers with limits. Since the new sizes below do
not allow unbounded CPU usage, customers may see a decrease in scan throughput if they choose one of
the new sizes that looks close to the old limits.

File organization changes
In addition to the changes mentioned above, the organization of resource override YAML files has changed.

For Kubernetes, the organization of resource override YAML files in the Helm chart has changed:

• The values folder has been renamed to sizes-gen01.
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• The 4 previous t-shirt size files (small.yaml, etc.) have been moved to the new sizes-gen02
directory.

• A new directory, sizes-gen03, now contains a resource overrides file for each of the configurations
named in the table below; they are named 10sph.yaml, 120sph.yaml, etc.

For Swarm, Black Duck no longer allocates container resources directly in docker-compose.yml. Instead,
resources are specified in a separate overrides file. The previous resource allocations, from Black Duck
versions 2022.2.0 and earlier, have been moved to sizes-gen02/resources.yaml. Starting with Black
Duck 2022.4.0 and later, multiple possible allocations will be provided in the sizes-gen03 folder.

For both Kubernetes and Swarm, there are 7 allocations based on load as measured in average scans per
hour; if your anticipated load does not match one of the predefined allocations, round up. For example, if
you anticipate 100 scans per hour, select sizes-gen03/120sph.yaml.

Upcoming PostgreSQL 9.6 deprecation

Linux 7 and CentOS 7. Additionally in the upcoming 2022.7.0 release, the binaries will be dropped
altogether.

You can also alternate between CVSS v2 and CVSS v3.x to get more information.

Git repository SCM Integration - Phase 1

Black Duck 2022.4.0 is introducing a way to simplify onboarding of new projects for customers by leveraging
integrations for management of repositories, branches, builds, and releases. Starting with Phase 1, we are
adding a new SCM URL field to the Create Project modal and Project Settings page, and a SCM Branch
field to the Project Version Settings page.

These fields are manually populated in this phase. However, in an upcoming Detect release, they will be
automatically populated after scanning a git repository. Detect will automatically identify the associated git
repository URL and branch and then send that information to Black Duck.

Updated Java heap size allocation and new environment variable

In previous releases, Java was allowed to slowly increase its heap size up to HUB_MAX_MEMORY. Starting
with Black Duck 2022.4.0, in order to take advantage of efficiencies and predictability, we will now pre-
allocate the entire HUB_MAX_MEMORY on startup.

As part of this update, a new environment variable has been added: HUB_MIN_MEMORY. This variable will
allow you to set the lower boundary for Java heap size.

By default and as the optimal setting, HUB_MIN_MEMORY is set equal to HUB_MAX_MEMORY, but can be set
explicitly to a smaller amount (for example, 512m) to allow Java, once again, to acquire memory gradually
starting from HUB_MIN_MEMORY to no more than HUB_MAX_MEMORY.

Limit Rapid Scan policy overrides to specific vulnerabilities

In previous Black Duck versions, Rapid Scan policy violations could be overridden by policy and component.
However, if new vulnerabilities were subsequently found, existing overrides could suppress the violation,
resulting in a false negative.

Now in Black Duck 2022.4.0, you can now override a specific vulnerability in rapid scans using the existing
yaml upload mechanism.

New BDSA Automatic Remediation setting (Beta)

When the Black Duck Security Advisory (BDSA) team analyzes a CVE vulnerability, they check to see what
component versions are affected by the vulnerability. Sometimes they find that the vulnerability applies to a
different set of versions. This new feature will give you the ability to automatically ignore CVE vulnerabilities
if the BDSA team has found that the vulnerability does not apply to that component version. This only affects
vulnerabilities with the NEW status.

The BDSA Automatic Remediation is a beta feature and is not enabled by default. To enable this feature,
the following environment variable must be set:
BDSA_AUTO_REMEDIATION=true

The BDSA Auto Remediation setting can then be changed on the Admin > System Settings > BDSA Auto
Remediation page.

Note:  Whenever the user saves the setting, the system checks and may update vulnerabilities
for all projects. On large systems, this can take a long time and have an impact on Black Duck
performance.

Updated Users & Groups management display

The look and feel of the Users and Groups tabs under Admin > Users & Groups have been updated to
display more cleanly by breaking up the various sections (User/Group Details, Overall Roles, Project
Groups, Projects, Users/User Groups) into their own individual pages making it easier to manage your users
and groups.

New Component Condition rule for policies

A new component condition for Unconfirmed Snippets has been added. The new policy condition gives you
the ability to create or edit a policy that allows you to trigger a policy violation for snippets that have not been
reviewed.

New Software Bill of Materials (SBOM) Report CycloneDX v1.3 export format

You can now export the Software Bill of Materials report for your projects in CycloneDX v1.3 format. This
can be done by viewing a project version, clicking the Reports tab, clicking the Create Report button,
and then selecting CycloneDX v1.3 - JSON. For more information on CycloneDX v1.3, please visit the
CycloneDX v1.3 reference page.

New Component Dependency Duplication Sensitivity system property

A new system property has been added to Black Duck to control the maximum number of nodes (matches)
per component added to resulting dependency tree in package manager scan:

(BDSA vs NVD) and the CVSS preference.

• (HUB-31756). Fixed an issue where the Project Viewer and Project Group Viewer roles were not
assignable to users added to Projects and Project Groups.

• (HUB-33047). Fixed an issue where Null Pointer Exception errors occurring during the KbUpdateJob
process could cause the job to progress very slowly or appear to be stuck.

Announcements for Version 2022.2.0

Enhanced Signature Generation

Starting with Black Duck 2022.2.0, the Signature Scanner will default to generation of signatures on the
client rather than the server.

If you are using the Blackduck hosted service or if you are using the Helm Charts or Docker Swarm ‘yaml’
files included in the release, this change will be seamless with no action is required on your part. There will
not be any interruption to your service.

However, if you have customized your Helm Charts or use an override file, please refer to Rebalancing
Guidance on our Community page for additional information to assist you with the transition.

Page Limit Maximums on API Requests

In an ongoing effort to better manage system resources, a maximum page limit has been introduced to
certain API requests. The maximum page limit will be set to 1000 pages with the possibility of change in
future Blackduck versions. See the API Enhancements section below for a list of the affected API requests
in the 2022.2.0 version.

Deprecated APIs

With Blackduck 2022.2.0, the /cpes/{cpeId}/variants endpoint will be deprecated, to be replaced with
/cpes/{cpeId}/origins. The /cpes/{cpeId}/variants will be removed in Blackduck 2022.4.0.
The API link in the metadata for /api/cpes has also been updated to return /api/cpes/{cpeId}/
origins instead of /api/cpes/{cpeId}/variants.

Upcoming Resource Guidance Changes

In the upcoming Black Duck 2022.4.0 release, the default resource settings will be updated and the
recommended settings will increase for all scan volumes. The 2022.4.0 release will be accompanied by
instructions on how to continue to use the existing settings.
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Please note, the exact possible scan throughput will vary based on your scan size, type and composition.
However, we used this breakdown in our internal testing to gather the information in the table below:

• 50% full signature scans

• 40% full package manager scans

• 10% developer package manager scans

File Organization Changes

In addition to the changes mentioned above, starting in 2022.4.0, the organization of resource override
YAML files will change.

For Kubernetes, the organization of resource override YAML files in the Helm chart will change.

• The values folder will be renamed to sizes-gen01.

• The 4 previous t-shirt size files (small.yaml, etc.) will be moved to the new sizes-gen02 directory.

• A new directory, sizes-gen03, will contain a resource overrides file for each of the configurations
named in the table below; they are named 10sph.yaml, 120sph.yaml, etc.

For Swarm, Black Duck will no longer allocate container resources directly in docker-compose.yml.
Instead, resources will be specified in a separate overrides file. The current resource allocations will
be moved to sizes-gen02/resources.yaml. For Black Duck 2022.4.0 and later, multiple possible
allocations will be provided in the sizes-gen03 folder.

For both Kubernetes and Swarm, there will be 7 allocations based on load as measured in average scans
per hour; if your anticipated load does not match one of the predefined allocations, round up. For example, if
you anticipate 100 scans per hour, select sizes-gen03/120sph.yaml.

Logstash Update

In order to address the CVE-2021-44832 vulnerability, the Logstash image used in Black Duck has been
upgraded to 7.16.3 which uses Log4j2 version 2.17.1.

Enhanced Signature Generation

As mentioned in the Announcements, the Signature Scanner will default to generation of signatures on the
client rather than the server.

If you are using the Blackduck hosted service or if you are using the Helm Charts or Docker Swarm ‘yaml’
files included in the release, this change will be seamless and no manual action is required. There will not
be any interruption to your service.

However, if you have customized your Helm Charts or use an override file, please refer to our Rebalancing

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Rapid Scan Enhancements

The same endpoints are used but a new header was added to accept the rapid scan mode. New HTTP
header is named 'X-BD-RAPID-SCAN-MODE' and accepts the following values:

• ALL: The default operation. It will evaluate policy rules that are RAPID or (RAPID and FULL). When the
header is null this is the default.

• BOM_COMPARE: Will evaluate all policy rules like ALL, but will now evaluate differently based
on the type of policy rule modes. When the policy rule is (RAPID and FULL) it will behave like
BOM_COMPARE_STRICT but if the the policy rule is only (RAPID) it will behave like ALL. Policies that
are only are RAPID will have a null policy status in the results.

• BOM_COMPARE_STRICT: Will only evaluate policy rules that are (RAPID and FULL). All policy rules
found in the positive result will have statuses of NEW or RESOLVED. Policy violations are compared
to the existing project version BOM. If the policy violation was already known and visible in the BOM
(active or overridden) it is not part of the rapid scan positive result, it will still be part of the full result
following existing restrictions.

In order to run either of the BOM_COMPARE modes there must be an existing project version in HUB.

PostgreSQL 11 Container Migration

The CentOS PostgreSQL 9.6 container has now been replaced by the Blackduck PostgreSQL 11 container.
The new blackduck-postgres-upgrader container will migrate the database from PostgresSQL 9.6 to
PostgreSQL 11 and will exit upon completion.

Customers with non-core PG extensions are STRONGLY encouraged to uninstall them before migrating and
reinstall them after the migration completes successfully; otherwise, the migration is likely to fail.

Customers with replication set up will need to follow the instructions in the pg_upgrade documentation
BEFORE they migrate. If the preparations described there are not made, the migration will likely succeed,
but the replication setup will break.

IMPORTANT: Before starting the migration:

• Ensure that you have an extra 10% disk space to avoid unexpected issues arising from disk usage due
to the data copying of system catalogs.

• Review root directory space and volume mounts to avoid running out of disk space as this can cause
Linux system disruptions.

Updating to 2022.2.0 with synopsysctl will perform the following tasks:

• Stop the Black Duck instance

• Run a database migration job for users of the Black Duck-supplied PG container

• Update and restart the instance

For Kubernetes and OpenShift users:

• The migration is performed by a one-time job:

• Stop Black Duck; e.g.,
kubectl scale --replicas=0 -n <your_namespace> deployments --selector
 app=blackduck

• Run the upgrade job; e.g.,
helm upgrade <your_deployment_name> . -n <your_namespace>
 <your_normal_helm_options> --set status=Stopped --set runPostgresMigration=true

• Restart Black Duck as normal with helm upgrade.
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• This migration replaces the use of a CentOS PostgreSQL container with a Black Duck-provided
container. Also, the synopsys-init container is replaced with the blackduck-postgres-
waiter container.

• On plain Kubernetes, the container of the upgrade job will run as root. However, the only requirement is
that the job runs as the same UID as the owner of the PostgreSQL data volume.

• On OpenShift, the upgrade job assumes that it will run with the same UID as the owner of the
PostgreSQL data volume.

For Swarm users:

• The migration is completely automatic; no extra actions are needed beyond those for a standard Black
Duck upgrade.

• The blackduck-postgres-upgrader container MUST run as root in order to make the layout and
UID changes described above.

• On subsequent Black Duck restarts, blackduck-postgres-upgrader will determine that no migration is
needed and immediately exit.

• OPTIONAL: After a successful migration, the blackduck-postgres-upgrader container no longer needs to
run as root.

Updated Security Risk Ranking

Based on general industry trend, the default security risk ranking now uses CVSS 3.0 scores as the primary
score metric along with BDSA to increase vulnerability scoring accuracy.

The new default ranking is:

• BDSA (CVSS v3.x)

• NVD (CVSS v3.x)

• BDSA (CVSS v2)

• NVD (CVSS v2)

This update will only change the ranking for new installs. Any upgrades to existing instances should
maintain whatever ranking order was previously set.

Version Detail Component Report Enhancement

A new Component Link column has been added to the Version Detail Component Report. This column
will contain the component's URL as displayed when viewing the component's details page. This report is
generated by selecting the desired project on the Dashboard, selecting a version, clicking the Reports tab,
clicking the Create button, and then selecting Version Details Report. In the following pop-up, ensure the
Component checkbox is checked to generate the components report which includes the new Component
Link column.

Vulnerability Warning Display Enhancement

When viewing component vulnerabilities in your projects, Black Duck will now warn you if the vulnerability in
question has a linked BDSA not associated with the version of the component used by this project version.
Viewing the specified vulnerability will display a message stating one of the following messages.

In the case where a BDSA vulnerability does not have an associated NVD record:

The Black Duck Security Advisory (BDSA) team mapped <vulnerability ID> to this component
version, but it was not included in the National Vulnerability Database (NVD)'s associated record.
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In the case where a NVD vulnerability does not have an associated BDSA record:

The National Vulnerability Database (NVD) mapped <vulnerability ID> to this component version,
but the Black Duck Security Advisory team has determined that it is not affected.

Please consult the Black Duck help documentation for more details on BDSA vulnerabilities.

Jobrunner Heap and CPU based throttling

Starting in Blackduck 2022.2.0, jobrunner containers will monitor their heap and CPU usage and can reduce
their workload based on the current resource usage. For example, if the heap usage surpasses 90%, the
jobrunner can pause itself until the memory resources have recovered. When resources become available,
the jobrunner will then increase its workload in proportion to available resources.

If the jobrunner pauses itself, it will be displayed on the Admin > Diagnostics > System Information >
jobruntime page. You will see an entry such as:

1 Active job runner endpoint(s):

docker-swarm_jobrunner_1.docker-warm_default/58993e70a84c(172.23.0.15), paused=true

The "paused=true" indicates that this jobrunner is not taking any more work as a result of resource
constraints. Once the resource utilization recovers, the entry will change to paused=false and the
jobrunner will start to take on new work.

Ignored Snippets in the Source Report

You can now configure your environment to have ignored snippets included in your Source report. This can
be done by setting the environment variable INCLUDE_IGNORED_COMPONENTS_IN_REPORT=TRUE.

Component Search Version Count Enhancement

You will now be able to see how many versions a particular component has when searching for components
to add to your projects. The count will be dynamically displayed in the search results as you type the
component name.

Security Vulnerability Remediation Enhancement

The process to remediate security vulnerabilities has been clarified to prevent confusion when attempting to
change the remediation status on projects. When viewing a security vulnerability in a project, you may see
rows that are hashed out and cannot be selected for remediation. This is due to the project having a linked
type of security vulnerability record, either BDSA or CVE. If that vulnerability record is not prioritized in the
Security Risk Ranking, a Remediation Plan cannot be undertaken for that project. Switching to the prioritized
security vulnerability record will allow you to update the Remediation Plan for that project.

Project Version Cloning Enhancement

You now have the ability to include deep license data when cloning project versions. This can be done by
selecting a project on your Dashboard and clicking the Settings tab when viewing the project's versions.

Search by Project Tags

You now have the ability to search and select projects by tags on the Find page. This allows the creation of
saved searches for project grouped by tag - supporting dashboards for projects which could be in a common
application identified by tag.
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New Vulnerability Condition Rule for Policies

A new policy condition for Vulnerability IDs has been added. The new policy condition gives you the ability to
create or edit a policy that allows you to target specific vulnerability (CVE or BDSA) IDs to flag components.

New Software Bill of Materials (SBOM) Report SPDX Format

You can now export the Software Bill of Materials report for your projects in SPDX format. This can be
done by viewing a project version, clicking the Reports tab, and then clicking the Create Report button. We
currently support SPDX 2.2 with plans to support other formats in later Blackduck versions.

Enhanced Signature Scanning Request Volume Management

In an effort to better manage higher request volumes that can occur for Enhanced Signature Scanning over
a specific period of time, scan services will now return a HTTP 429 (TOO MANY REQUESTS) error that
will be handled by the client if the scan services are at maximum operating limit. The client will then retry in
increments of 30 seconds for 10 minutes before declaring that the scan has failed.

New Sorting Option on the Find Page

Projects can now be sorted by Project Group on the Find page, making it easier to search for projects that
are assigned to specific project groups within your organization.

New projectGroupMembership filter for /api/search/project-versions

Using this filter will return all project versions that are descendant of the given project group and match
conditions specified in the other filters. The projectGroupMembership filter will only return project
groups to which the user has access. An usage example being /api/search/projectversions?
filter=projectGroupMembership:PG~{projectGroupId).

Report Database Enhancement

Added a new view has been added to the reporting schema:

• reporting.scan_view

Secured Communication Between Blackduck and Identity Provider (IdP)

Blackduck will now create a self signed certificate with 5 years of validity to sign SAML authentication
requests. The administrator can configure whether requests require to be signed or not by going to Admin >
System Settings > User Authentication, selecting SAML in the External Authentication section, and then
checking the Send Signed Authentication Request checkbox.

The default setting for this option is unchecked or not required. When enabled, a link to download the
Blackduck public certificate will be made available and should be distributed to your users for their IdPs to
verify authentication requests.

Assigning Unmatched Components to Known Components

It is now possible to assign unmatched components found during a BOM scan to a known component.

New Rapid Scan Component Dependency Tree

We will now show the dependency tree for all instances of the vulnerable component in the project in
Rapid Scans outputs. This will allow you to clearly see how that component is being referenced by other
referenced components or by sub-projects, etc. An example Rapid Scan output for the jackson-core
component with three parent dependencies:

• In a multiple scan replica environment, if all scan container replicas are healthy, the aggregated state will
be ACCEPTING. The system can accept and process new scans without issue.

• In a multiple scan replica environment, if one scan container is not healthy and other replicas are
healthy the aggregated state will be PARTIAL. In this state, the system is becoming overloaded. Scan
performance may be degraded. Scans have a slight chance of timing out or failing.

• In a multiple scan replica environment, if all the scan containers are not healthy, the aggregated state
will be DEGRADED. The system is overloaded cannot accept new scans. If set to reject, new scan
requests will not be accepted and a HTTP 429 return code will be sent back.

• If a container goes down, its entry will be removed after 5 minutes (interval which is configurable).

Updated Response for GET /api/codelocations/{codeLocationId}/scan-summaries

The scanType value found in the API response generated for the /api/codelocations/

CVE-2021-45046 allows attackers with control over Thread Context Map (MDC) input data when the logging
configuration uses a non-default Pattern Layout with either a Context Lookup or a Thread Context Map
pattern to craft malicious input data using a JNDI Lookup pattern resulting in a denial of service (DOS)
attack.

CVE-2021-45105 allows attackers with control over Thread Context Map (MDC) input data to craft malicious
input data that contains a recursive lookup, resulting in a StackOverflowError that will terminate the process
resulting in a denial of service (DOS) attack.

Enhanced Signature Scanning

The same performance improvements that were introduced to Package Manager Scanning in the 2021.8.0
release are available in the 2021.10.0 release for Signature Scanning. A key part of these improvements is
Duplicate BOM Detection. With this feature, if a Signature Scan will not alter the BOM already associated
with the specific Project and Version, then BOM Computation is bypassed.

Additionally, with Enhanced Signature Scanning the JobRunner no longer plays a role in processing of
incoming Package Manager or Signature Scans. Although more system resources are not required to run
Enhanced Signature Scans, it is possible that minor rebalancing of the containers is required. Please reach
out to Black Duck support who can help you understand if any rebalancing is needed.

Clarification on Detect 7.4 with Black Duck 2021.8.0

Database bds_hub_report deprecation starting with 2021.10.0

Starting with 2021.10.0, new installations of Black Duck will no longer create the bds_hub_report
database. We plan to finally delete bds_hub_report in 2022.10.0.

Also, the hub_create_data_dump.sh and hub_db_migrate.sh scripts (which are distributed with our
orchestration files) will no longer fail if bds_hub_report does not exist.

• The hub_create_data_dump.sh script will dump bds_hub_report if it exists but will not fail if it
doesn't. If bds_hub_report is absent, the script will print a message saying it was skipped.

• The hub_db_migrate.sh script will try to restore bds_hub_report if it exists, regardless of whether
or not a dump file is present (matching the behavior of prior releases). If bds_hub_report is not
present, it will not try to restore it, also regardless of whether or not a dump file is present.

• A new script, hub_recreate_reportdb.sh is added to recreate bds_hub_report if a user wants
propagate their bds_hub_report DBs from 2021.8.x or earlier to a new install of 2021.10.0 or later. In
this case;

• Run hub_create_data_dump.sh on the old BD instance.

• Run hub_recreate_reportdb.sh on the new BD instance.

• Run hub_db_migrate.sh on the new BD instance with the dumps created in step #1.

Signature scanning server-side error messages have been updated. A complete list of error messages will
be made available in the user guide in an upcoming release.

Unmapped scans data retention configuration setting

A new configuration setting is now available for administrators to change the default retention period for
unmapped scans. Starting with Black Duck 2021.10.0, this setting will be enabled by default and set to a
period of 30 days (previously 365 days). This retention setting can be updated and set to as low as 1 day
and to as high as 365 days.

To change this setting in the UI, click , click Settings, and then click Data Retention.

Estimated Security Risk

This estimated risk statistic is formulated by looking at all the versions of a component sorted by security
vulnerability severity category and calculating the maximum vulnerability count for each severity category
for each component version. The maximum vulnerability count for each severity category is shown in the
“Estimated Security Risk by Severity Category" on the Bill of Material for Security risk. The highest severity
category counts may reference different component versions. For example:

• Version 1.1 has 2 Critical, 3 High, 15 Medium, 4 Low

• Version 1.2 has 2 Critical, 4 High, 12 Medium, 1 Low

• Estimated Security Risk by severity category for components with unknown versions would return as 2
Critical, 4 High, 15 Medium, 4 Low on the BoM.

Users should choose the exact version used in the application to view the accurate risk instead of the
estimated risk. This estimated risk information is provided to help prioritize what components to review
first. Users are encouraged to use estimated risk information in conjunction with BD Policy Management to
further prioritize what components to triage first based on their company’s security policies.

Note:  The information presented is only a statistical data estimation. As a result, the estimated
security risks will not have CVE data.

Generating Notices report when deep license data is enabled

The notices file will now place any declared licenses before additional ones. The declared and additional
licenses will then be sorted alphabetically.

Addition of comments to the Source view and the Source report

Comments can now be added to entries in the Source view of a project. File comments are also shown in
the snippet view. These comments also appear in the Source Report in the new column labeled Comments.
Select the Source check box for the Version Detail Report in the Report tab to create a Source Report.

select Edit. When the Create/Edit Policy Rule modal opens, ensure the A Subset of Projects, filtered by...
option is enabled to see the Project Conditions filter dropdown.

Policy Management Enhancement - Added (RCE) Remote Code Execution to Vulnerability
Conditions

Black Duck users will now have the ability to add Remote Code Execution (RCE) as a filter option when
creating or editing policies. To do so, go to Policy Management and either click the Create Policy Rule

button or the  button and select Edit. The new (RCE) Remote Code Execution value will be displayed in
the Vulnerability Conditions dropdown menu.

Changes to Project Group Manager permissions

Previously, the actual permissions of the Project Group Manager were not affected by the global settings for
allowing a project manager to remediate vulnerabilities or override policy. Now, the Project Group Manager
role permissions will be adjusted based on Project Manager Role Settings.

Signature scanner dry run update

Previously, when performing a Signature Scanner dry run, the output would produce a JSON file. Starting
with Black Duck 2021.10.0, the produced output file will be a .bdio extension, and is a zip file. It will continue
to be generated in the same directory as dry run as traditional signature scanning.

New System Setting for scans: Component Dependency Duplication Sensitivity

This setting allows users to change how the system displays duplicate package ID's for components on
the Source page that are found during scans. In previous releases and as the default setting in 2021.8.0
(set to 1), the Source page will only display one package ID discovery regardless of how often it is found
in your scan. Changing this setting to greater than 1 will display more entries allowing for greater layer-
by-layer insight to help determine from which layer each component originated. This feature is especially
useful to customers who are scanning in Detect with BOM aggregation enabled and want to see package ID
references across the various modules that have been aggregated into 1 scan.

New System Setting for scans: Minimum Scan Interval

This setting allows users to change the minimum hourly frequency of which signature scans can be
performed for a given code location when using the LCA enhanced signature scanning. The default setting
is set to 0, or no minimum scan interval, meaning scans are not prevented from occurring regardless of
frequency. If set to greater than 0, signature scans will not be processed if they occur before the set scan
interval. For example, a setting of 4 will not allow signature rescans before 4 hours of time have elapsed.
This setting may be configured globally in the Administration > System Settings > Scan page or through the
Detect client as a command line option. Note: This setting is only used if customer scan using the parameter
--detect.blackduck.signature.scanner.arguments='--signature-generation'.

Note:  When this feature is enabled, signature scans with Detect will finish with a status of success
even if the signature scan was not run due to the scan interval. A warning message will appear in the
logs indicating the scan was not run, but there will be no other indication given to the user.

Changes in Rapid Scan policy application

Rapid Scan users now have the ability to configure how policies are applied to the results of Full (traditional)
scans, Rapid Scans, or both. The default setting for new installations of Black Duck starting from version
2021.8.0 will be set to apply to full scans only. To use Rapid Scan to fetch all vulnerabilities regardless of
policies, simply create a single policy, setting the condition severity >=0.

Project Group Management

Black Duck now provides the ability to logically group all your projects in the Hub, allowing you to organize
which projects belong to which business unit making it easier for you to view risk across the organization.
Project groups can contain both projects and other project groups to provide a multi-level hierarchy.

Users and Groups can be assigned to Project Groups with any number of roles. That assignment will give
those users access to the projects below that group with the specified roles unless that assignment is
explicitly overridden at the lower levels. This concept allows for setting users with default access to projects
that haven't been created yet.

In addition, the search dashboard has been enhanced to return search results for projects the user has
access to via a project group.

New Global Release Creator, Project Group BOM Annotator user roles, and changes to existing roles

The Project Creator and Global Code Scanner roles have had their access to the Global Release Create
permission revoked and will no longer be able to create releases of projects they do not own or have access
to. A new role, Global Release Creator, has been made to fill in the gap for users who depended on this
functionality. All current users with Project Creator and/or Global Code Scanner will automatically inherit this
role as part of the upgrade migration script. That means this change will be specifically opt-out for current
users looking to take advantage of the more narrow security change.

The Project Group BOM Annotator has the BOM Annotator permissions for every project in the assigned
project group. This means they can add or edit comments and edit custom fields for projects associated with
the project group.

Protex BOM Tool token access support enhancement

The Protex BOM tool now supports the BD_HUB_TOKEN environment variable to upload json exported
from Protex to the Hub. You can set the token by adding "-T " using command prompt.

This feature requires
a new container, currently called blackduck-kb, which will manage connections to the Black Duck
KnowledgeBase and cache KnowledgeBase results for short intervals.

The following will be the minimum hardware that will be needed to run a single instance of all containers.
Note that memory requirements depend on the number of concurrent Rapid Scans you want to support.

• 7 CPUs

• 28.5 GB RAM for the minimum Redis configuration; 31.5 GB RAM for an optimal configuration providing
higher availability for Redis-driven caching. This will support up to 100 concurrent Rapid Scans.

30 GB RAM for the minimum Redis configuration; 33 GB RAM for an optimal configuration providing
higher availability for Redis-driven caching. This will support more than 150 Rapid Scans, however, the
maximum number of supported Rapid Scans is still being determined.

• 250 GB of free disk space for the database and other Black Duck containers

• Commensurate space for database backups
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The following is the minimum hardware that is needed to run Black Duck with Black Duck Binary Analysis.

• 8 CPUs

• 32.5 GB RAM for the minimum Redis configuration; 35.5 GB RAM for an optimal configuration providing
higher availability for Redis-driven caching. This will support up to 100 concurrent Rapid Scans.

34 GB RAM for the minimum Redis configuration; 37 GB RAM for an optimal configuration providing
higher availability for Redis-driven caching. This will support more than 150 Rapid Scans, however, the
maximum number of supported Rapid Scans is still being determined.

• 350 GB of free disk space for the database and other Black Duck containers

• Commensurate space for database backups

Note:  An additional CPU, 2 GB RAM, and 100 GB of free disk space will be needed for every
additional binaryscanner container.

Retention period for unmapped code locations

In the Black Duck 2021.6.0 release, the default retention period for unmapped code locations will be
changing from 365 days to 30 days.

New job implementation in 2021.6.0 release

In the Black Duck version 2021.6.0, the jobs subsystem is being replaced with a new implementation, which
will cause the following job Rest API calls not to function.

• GET /jobs/{jobID}

This call gets the job details for a specific job by ID. As of the Black Duck 2021.6.0 release, this call will
return a 404 Not Found status code.

The following calls are out-of-service since Black Duck version 2020.2.0, returning a 404 Not Found status
code, and will remain non-functional in Black Duck version 2021.6.0.

This call reschedules a job.

• DELETE /jobs/{jobID}

This call terminates a job.

The functionality will be replaced with a new Job Rest API implementation which will be available in a future
release.

Rapid Scanning - Limited Customer Availability feature

Black Duck's Rapid Scanning provides a way for developers to quickly determine if the versions of open
source components included in a project violate corporate policies surrounding the use of open source.
Using Black Duck Detect, Rapid Scanning quickly returns results as it only employs package manager
scanning and does not interact with the Black Duck server database. Use Rapid Scanning when you need
quick feedback and when persisting the data in Black Duck is not necessary.

Using Rapid Scanning enables you to run thousands of scans while eliminating the need to deploy
additional instances of Black Duck. It provides you with actionable results (such as failing the build) that can
be used without a project version or without access to Black Duck's user interface.

Note:  Rapid Scanning is a limited customer access feature in the 2021.4.0 release. To use Rapid
Scanning, contact your Black Duck account management team for assistance.

Duplicate BOM detection

Black Duck has added duplicate BOM detection which determines if a new package manager scan
duplicates the existing BOM, and if so, stops processing the scan and denotes it as complete. For high-
frequency scans that generate redundant (identical) data, Black Duck's duplicate BOM detection can
provide significant performance improvements.

In Black Duck 2021.4.0, this feature only impacts package manager (dependency) scans when the set of
dependencies discovered by Black Duck Detect is identical to the set from the previous scan. This capability
will be extended in future releases.

Ability to configure Project Manager role

Black Duck now provides the ability for system administrators to define whether the Project Manager
role can manage policy violations (override policy violations or remove overrides) or remediate security
vulnerabilities for a project.

By default, users with the Project Manager role can manage policy violations and remediate security
vulnerabilities: users upgrading to version 2021.4.0 will not see any changes in the Project Manager role.

Multi-license editing enhancements

When editing a license for a KnowledgeBase or custom component version, Black Duck now gives you the
ability to easily create new or edit existing multi-license scenarios for the components at the root level or at
the same level as the original license.

Deep license data enhancement

Black Duck now provides the ability to add file level deep licenses or remove a manually added license.

Report enhancements

• The following enhancements were made to the component project version report
(component_date_time.csv):

• A new column, Component origin id, has been added to the end of the report. This column provides
the component origin ID value that previously could only be obtained using the API.

• The user name, date, and time was added to each comment listed in the Comments column.
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• A new column, Knowledgebase Timed Out, has been added to the end of the upgrade guidance project
version report (project_version_upgrade_guidance_date_time.csv). It indicates whether or
not a Black Duck KnowledgeBase timeout error occurred while fetching upgrade guidance data for a
component version/origin.

A new vulnerability condition for policy rules, Reachable from Source, is now available enabling you to
create policy rules for vulnerabilities which have been identified as reachable. Use this condition to prioritize
those vulnerabilities with a different (higher) priority.

Changes to LDAP or SAML group synchronization

To reduce authentication errors, Black Duck has modified LDAP or SAML group synchronization. Now, if
you enabled group synchronization when configuring LDAP or SAML for Black Duck, group names on your
LDAP or SAML server and the Black Duck server must be identical. If you change the name of a group
in Black Duck, you must also change the name of the group on your LDAP or SAML server to match the
new name (and vice versa). If the names are not identical, then the groups may be out-of-sync and user
permissions for that group will be lost.

Container enhancement

A health check was added to the Binaryscanner container.

Enhancement to the Source tab

A new filter, Code View Available, has been added to the project version Source tab.

Component and project search enhancement

The Find page for component and project searches now provides the ability to sort search results.

Saved search enhancement

Sorted search results are supported for saved searches letting you view the results in the interested order
on the Dashboard page.

Performance improvement to the Project Name page

To improve performance, you now must select the policy violation icon ( ) or override icon ( ) to view policy
violation information on the Overview tab on the Project Name page.

Cloning enhancements

The following enhancements were made to cloning a project version:

• The default cloning options have changed. Now, all cloning options are enabled when a project is
created.
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• A new option, Version Settings, has been added which clones these values:

• License

• Notes

• Nickname

• Release Date

• Phase

• Distribution

• A new Clone Version dialog box appears when you select Clone from the Project Name page. If the
Version Settings cloning option is enabled, only the new version name appears in the dialog box.

• To eliminate confusion, the Version to Clone field has been removed from the Create a New Version
dialog box.

License conflicts enhancement

Manual edits to a BOM, including changing the usage for a component or the license of the project version
using the License Conflicts or Components tab will now trigger a recalculation of the license conflict.

Enhancements to the System Information page

The usage categories on the System Information page have been enhanced.

• In the usage: project section, the "Scans by project" section now lists "Top 10 scans by project."

• In the usage: rapid scan completion section, "Rapid Scans by User" now lists the "Top 10 rapid scans
by User."

• The usage: scan completion section has been reformatted into tables and includes an "identical
package manager" row for duplicate BOM detection. Two new tables have also been added: "Code
location summary information" and "Duplicate BOM information."

These pages show six months of data or the number of months the system has data, whichever value is
smaller.

A new job, CollectScanStatsJob, collects scan statistics shown on the usage: scan completion section on
the System Information page.

Removal of installation guides

The Installing Black Duck using Kubernetes and the Installing Black Duck using OpenShift guides
have been removed from the documentation set. These documents only contained links to the latest
documentation. These links have been added to the Black Duck documentation page in each PDF and to
the home page of the online help.

The Project Name page has been reorganized and enhanced and now includes the last scanned date for
each project version.

Enhancement to the Dashboard page

The Policy Violations value for 'None" in the Policy Violations Pie Chart on the Dashboard page previously
returned either 100% (no violations) or 0% (some violations), now reflects the actual percentage for
violations.

Black Duck version 2021.2.0 is being released with a known issue which impacts customers who deploy
on Azure Kubernetes Services (AKS) and use Azure Database for PostgreSQL as an external database.
Please note, this is the standard, recommended configuration for Black Duck customers on the Azure
platform. At this time, it is NOT recommended that customers running on the Azure platform with an external
database upgrade to 2021.2.0. Doing so will leave your system inoperable and force you to restore your
installation back to the prior state.

We expect this to be resolved in a future release of Black Duck and will make the announcement when the
release details are known.

If you are running on AKS and use an internal PostgreSQL database, there is no issue and the system
works as expected. However, this would be an atypical installation on the AKS platform.

So that you can easily view the vulnerabilities that are important to you, in 2021.2.0, the Security Dashboard
has been replaced with custom vulnerability dashboards based on your saved vulnerability searches. Black
Duck now provides the ability for you to search for vulnerabilities used in your projects and/or Black Duck
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KnowledgeBase using a variety of attributes, save the search, and then use the Dashboard page to view
dashboards from those saved searches.

For each vulnerability, the custom vulnerability dashboard displays the following information:

• BDSA or NVD vulnerability ID. Selecting the vulnerability ID shows more information on the vulnerability,
such as additional score values.

• Number of project versions affected by this vulnerability with a link to view the Affected Projects tab for
the vulnerability which lists the project versions affected by this vulnerability.

• Overall risk score.

• Whether a solution, workaround, or exploit is available.

• Date when a vulnerability was first detected, published, and last modified.

• Common Weakness Enumeration (CWE) number for this security vulnerability.

Vulnerability search enhancements

Searching for vulnerabilities has been enhanced by the attributes you can use to search for the vulnerability
and the information shown in the search results. You can select whether to search for vulnerabilities in your
projects or vulnerabilities in Black Duck KnowledgeBase.

The following attributes are available when searching for vulnerabilities:

• Affecting projects

• Default Remediation

• Reachable

• Exploit

• First Detected

• Remediation Status

• Solution

• Base Score

• Exploitability Score

• Impact Score

• Overall Score

These vulnerability search results can now be saved and view in the Dashboard page, as described
previously.

Ability to manage license conflicts for projects

To reduce the risk of license infringement, you need to understand when a component in your BOM has a
license with terms that are incompatible with the declared license of a project. Black Duck now identifies
these license term conflicts and displays them on a new License Conflict tab located on the Legal tab.
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You can also set a policy rule that is triggered when a component's license is in conflict with the license of a
project version.

Note that Black Duck only determines license conflicts for component versions with high license risk.
For the Black Duck license risk model, "high risk" means that licenses in this family tend to have license
conflicts under this business scenario (combination of distribution type and component usage) making them
incompatible. Medium or low risks means it may have risks if the business scenario changes (or is defined
incorrectly) or due to other, non-license conflicts factors.

Dependencies

When direct or transitive dependencies are found in a Black Duck Detect scan, Black Duck now lists the
number of matches for each type of dependency in the project version's Security tab.

For transitive dependencies, a dependency tree shows the components that brought in this dependency, the
vulnerabilities by severity level, and a match count for the number of times the component was brought in
with that dependency path.

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3.  Known Issues and Limitations
The following is a list of known issues and limitations in Black Duck:

New Known Issues and Limitations

• With the recent updates, Bitbucket Data Center (BBDC) now aligns with the workflow of other SCM
providers, such as GitHub and GitLab, in terms of creating SCM projects. However, our QA team has
identified a bug that users should be aware of:

Issue: A limitation exists when two repositories with the same name are displayed on the same page in
the UI. If one of these repositories is selected, both will be selected, resulting in both being scanned.

Next Steps: This is a known bug, and we are actively working on a solution that will be included in the
next release.

Workaround: To avoid this issue, users can search for the exact project or repository they wish to scan
and conduct the scan individually.

Current Known Issues and Limitations

• Simultaneously creating or updating serveral age-based policies may cause the BOM Engine container
to run out of memory and restart, depending on system resources. If this occurs, contact Customer
Support for assistance.

• Due to updates to the security ranking algorithm, searching for vulnerabilities on the Find →
Vulnerabilities page may display results different from previous versions.

• When transitioning active project versions to LTS, additional vulnerabilities might the discovered in the
LTS project if the active project included components identified through snippet scanning. In future
updates, components matched via snippet scanning will no longer be carried over to LTS projects.

• Users of the Bitbucket Cloud SCM provider must use the same workspace name and workspace ID in
Bitbucket in order to clone repositories from that workspace.

• When searching for CISA Known Exploited Vulnerabilities on the Find page, you must also check
the Affecting Projects checkbox to get results. Checking only the CISA Known Exploited Vulnerability
checkbox will not yield any search results.

• The Scan Heatmap found under Admin > Diagnostics > Heatmaps displays results in UTC time instead
of local time. Please be aware of this when using this new feature.

• Components marked for deletion based on Match Score threshold setting are not being removed when
re-uploading BDIO through UI.

• The Purge ONLY Archived Project Version Unmatched Scan File Data and Purge All Unmatched
File Data links do not work at both the project (project > Settings tab) and global (Admin > System
Settings > Data Retention) levels.

• If you are using an LDAP directory server to authenticate users, consider the following:

• Black Duck supports a single LDAP server. Multiple servers are not supported.

• If a user is removed from the directory server, Black Duck user account continues to appear as
active. However, the credentials are no longer valid and cannot be used to log in.

• If a group is removed from the directory server, Black Duck group is not removed. Delete the group
manually.
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• Tagging only supports letters, numbers, and the plus (+) and underscore (_) characters.

• If Black Duck is authenticating users, user names are not case sensitive during login. If LDAP user
authentication is enabled, user names are case sensitive.

• If a code location has a large bill of materials, deleting a code location may fail with a user interface
timeout error.
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
